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During Lent we are using six historic Books of Common Prayer, 
tracing our liturgical tradition from the first (1549) through today’s 
official BCP (1979). Today we follow the 1662 prayer book of the 
Church of England, and in coming weeks we will explore liturgies 
from the American prayer books of 1892, 1928 and 1979. 
 
The first complete version of the Book of Common Prayer 
appeared in 1549 at the time of the Reformation, during the reign 
of Edward VI, the result of the work begun during the reign of 
Edward’s father, Henry VIII, under the direction of Thomas 
Cranmer. Their aim was to produce a book in the vernacular that 
would be a unified and simplified equivalent of previous Latin 
liturgies.  
 
In 1552, a revised version, sometimes called the “Second Prayer 
Book of Edward VI,”  appeared. As with the 1549 book, its use was 
made compulsory by Parliament. This version was more Protestant 
in flavor. The structure of the Holy Communion service was 
changed, some ceremonies were eliminated, and the vestments 
worn by the clergy were simplified. Eight months later, it was 
suppressed by Queen Mary I, who reintroduced Latin as the 
language to be used in services in the Church of England, which 
was once again in communion with the Church in Rome. 
 
After Queen Elizabeth I ascended the throne in 1558, the Book of 
Common Prayer was amended; further amendments were made in 

1604 during the reign of James I. During the Commonwealth the Book of Common Prayer was suppressed, but in 
1662, following the restoration of the monarchy, 
its use was again made compulsory. Only minor 
amendments were made in the Book of Common 
Prayer after 1662 in England.  
 
The formation of the Protestant Episcopal Church 
in the United States in 1783 necessitated a revised  
prayer book for American use. It was ratified in 
1789; further revisions were made in 1892, 1928, 
and 1979. It is basically the same book used by 
other members of the Anglican Communion. 
 
 
 
 
A note about the readings 
We are following the lectionary that was in use at 
the time of the 1662 prayer book. This means we 
are using different readings from those at the 8:00 
a.m. and 9:00 a.m. liturgies, which are set forth in 
the Revised Common Lectionary that the 
Episcopal Church uses today.

So many as intend to be partakers of the holy Communion shall signify their names to the Curate at least some time the day 
before. If a Minister be persuaded that any person who presents himself to be a partaker of the holy Communion ought not to 
be admitted thereunto by reason of malicious and open contention with his neighbours, or other grave and open sin without 
repentance, he shall give an account of the same to the Ordinary of the place, and therein obey his order and direction, but so 
as not to refuse the Sacrament to any person until in accordance with such order and direction he shall have called him and 
advertised him that in any wise he presume not to come to the Lord's Table; Provided that in case of grave and immediate 
scandal to the Congregation the Minister shall not admit such person, but shall give an account of the same to the Ordinary 
within seven days after at the latest and therein obey the order and direction given to him by the Ordinary; Provided also that 
before issuing his order and direction in relation to any such person the Ordinary shall afford him an opportunity for interview.

Then shall the Priest, turning to the people, rehearse distinctly all the Ten Commandments; and the people still kneeling shall, 
after every Commandment, ask God mercy for their transgression thereof for the time past, and grace to keep the same for 
the time to come, as followeth. 
 

Minister:  God spake these words, and said; I am the Lord thy God. Thou shalt have none other gods but me. 
People:  Lord, have mercy upon us, and incline our hearts to keep this law. 
 

Minister:  Thou shalt not make to thyself any graven image nor the likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or 
 in the earth beneath, or in the water under the earth. Thou shalt not bow down to them, nor worship 
 them: for I the Lord thy God am a jealous God, and visit the sins of the fathers upon the children unto 
 the third and fourth generation of them that hate me, and shew mercy unto thousands in them that love 
 me, and keep my commandments.

Minister:  Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s wife, nor his 
 servant, nor his maid, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is his.

And 
nothing shall be proclaimed or published in the Church during the time of Divine Service, but by the Minister: nor by him any 
thing, but what is prescribed in the Rules of this Book, or enjoined by the King, or by the Ordinary of the place.

Then shall the Priest return to the Lord's Table, and begin the Offertory.

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of thy tender mercy didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ to suffer death 
upon the Cross for our redemption; who made there (by his one oblation of himself once offered) a full, perfect, and 
sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel 
command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death, until his coming again; Hear us, O merciful 
Father, we most humbly beseech thee; and grant that we receiving these thy creatures of bread and wine, according to 
thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ's holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of his 
most blessed Body and Blood: who, in the same night that he was betrayed, (a) took Bread; and, when he had given 
thanks, (b) he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat, (c) this is my Body which is given for you: Do this 
in remembrance of me. Likewise after supper he (d) took the Cup; and, when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, 
saying, Drink ye all of this; for this (e) is my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you and for many for the 
remission of sins: Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me. Amen. 
 

(a) Here the Priest is to take the Paten unto his hands: (b) And here to break the Bread: (c) And here to lay his hand upon all 
the Bread.  
(d) Here he is to take the Cup into his hand: (e) And here to lay his hand upon every vessel (be it Chalice or Flagon) in which 
there is any Wine to be consecrated. 
 
Then shall the Minister first receive the Communion in both kinds himself, and then proceed to deliver the same to the 
Bishops, Priests, and Deacons, in like manner, (if any be present,) and after that to the people also in order, into their hands, 
all meekly kneeling. 
 
The Communion of the People 
The Episcopal Church invites all baptized Christians of any age to the Lord’s Table. To receive the consecrated Bread, extend your hands upward, 
palms crossed.  When receiving the Wine, please assist the chalice as it is offered; or, having consumed the Bread, you may return to your seat. We 
believe Christ fully present in either element.  If you are not baptized, or if you prefer not to receive the Sacrament, you may ask for a blessing. 
 

Gluten-free wafers are available at the altar rail. Please speak to a priest at the rail when you come forward for Communion. 
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And, when he delivereth the Bread to any one, he shall say,  
The Body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was given for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto everlasting life. Take 
and eat this in remembrance that Christ died for thee, and feed on him in thy heart by faith with thanksgiving. 
 

And the Minister that delivereth the Cup to any one shall say, 
The Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto everlasting life. Drink 
this in remembrance that Christ's Blood was shed for thee, and be thankful.
