








A Lenten Journey through The Book of Common Prayer

During Lent we are using six historic Books of Common Prayer, tracing
our liturgical tradition from the first (1549) through the official BCP
(1979) currently in use. Today we follow the 1892 prayer book of the
American church, and in the following two weeks we will explore
liturgies from 1928 and 1979.

The first complete version of the Book of Common Prayer appeared in
1549 at the time of the Reformation, during the reign of Edward VI, the
result of the work begun during the reign of Edward’s father, Henry
VIII, under the direction of Thomas Cranmer. Their aim was to produce
a book in the vernacular that would be a unified and simplified
equivalent of previous Latin liturgies.

In 1552, a revised version, sometimes called the “Second Prayer Book of
Edward VI,” appeared. As with the 1549 book, its use was made
compulsory by Parliament. This version was more Protestant in flavor.
The structure of the Holy Communion service was changed, some
ceremonies were eliminated, and the vestments worn by the clergy were
simplified. Eight months later, it was suppressed by Queen Mary I, who
reintroduced Latin as the language to be used in services in the Church
of England, which was once again in communion with the Church in
Rome.

After Queen Elizabeth I ascended the throne in 1558, the Book of

Common Prayer was amended; further amendments were made in 1604 during the reign of James 1. During the
Commonwealth the Book of Common Prayer was suppressed, but in 1662, following the restoration of the monatchy,
its use was again made compulsory. Only minor amendments were made in the Book of Common Prayer after 1662 in

England.

The formation of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States in 1783 necessitated a revised prayer book for
American use. It was ratified in 1789; further revisions were made in 1892, 1928, and 1979. It is basically the same
book used by other members of the Anglican Communion.

A note about the music

This morning’s service music (Decalogue responses,
Kyrie, Sanctus, and Agnus Dei) are taken from The
Chant and Service Book of 1894, edited by the Reverend
Charles L. Hutchins. This work, along with a new
hymnal, was approved by the General Convention. As
stated in the preface, “a new edition of the Chant
Book seems to be required, or at least desired by
many who have requested the editor of the Church

Hymnal to prepare it.”

A note about the readings

We are following the lectionary that was in use at

the time of the 1892 prayer book. This means we are
using different readings from those at the 8:00 a.m.

and 9:00 a.m. liturgies, which are set forth in the Revised
Common Lectionary that the Episcopal Church uses

today.

Welcome to Grace Church, celebrating onr 162nd year of service and worship in Charleston.

Today, as part of our Lenten education, we worship according to the 1662 Book of Common Prayer.
The next three 11:00 a.m. liturgies in Lent will draw from the prayer books of 1892, 1928, and 1979.

As we experience worship in the manner of our Anglican forbearers, please turn off all electronic paging devices and cellular telephones.

Rubrics from the 1892 Prayer Book are printed in red.

If among those who come to be partakers of the Holy Communion, the Minister shall know any to be an open and notorious
evil liver, or to have done any wrong to his neighbours by word or deed, so that the Congregation be hereby offended; he shall
advertise him, that he presume not to come to the Lord’s Table, until he have openly declared himself to have truly repented
and amended his former evil life, that the Congregation may thereby be satisfied; and that he hath recompensed the parties
to whom he hath done wrong; or at least declare himself to be in full purpose so to do, as soon as he conveniently may.

The same order shall the Minister use with those, betwixt whom be perceiveth malice and hatred to reign; not suffering them
to be partakers of the Lord’s Table, until he know them to be reconciled. And if one of the parties, so at variance, be content
to forgive from the bottom of his heart all that the other hath trespassed against him, and to make amends for that wherein
he himself hath offended; and the other party will not be persuaded to a godly unity, but remain still in his forwardness and
malice; the Minister in that case ought to admit the penitent person to the Holy Communion, and not him that is obstinate.
Provided, that every Minister so repelling any, as is herein specified, shall be obliged to give an account of the same to the
Ordinary, within fourteen days after, at the farthest.

The Table, at the Communion-time having a fair white linen cloth upon it, shall stand in the body of the Church, or in the
Chancel. And the Minister, standing at the right side of the Table, or where Morning and Evening Prayer are appointed to be
said, shall say the Lord’s Prayer and the Collect following, the People kneeling; but the Lord’s Prayer may be omitted, if
Morning Prayer hath been said immediately before.

Lector: The Epistle is written in the Fourth Chapter of the Letter of Saint Paul to the Galatians beginning at the
Twenty-First Verse.

Tell me, ye that desire to be under the law, do ye not hear the law? For it is written, that Abraham had two sons, the
one by a bond-maid, the other by a freewoman. But he who was of the bond woman was born after the flesh; but he
of the freewoman was by promise. Which things are an allegory: for these are the two covenants; the one from the
mount Sinai, which gendereth to bondage, which is Agar. For this Agar is mount Sinai in Arabia, and answereth to
Jerusalem which now is, and is in bondage with her children. But Jerusalem which is above is free, which is the mother
of us all. For it is written, Rejoice, thou barren that bearest not; break forth and cry, thou that travailest not: for the
desolate hath many more children than she which hath an husband. Now we, brethren, as Isaac was, ate the children
of promise. But as then he that was born after the flesh persecuted him that was born after the Spirit, even so it is
now. Nevertheless what saith the scripture? Cast out the bond woman and her son: for the son of the bondwoman
shall not be heir with the son of the freewoman. So then, brethren, we are not children of the bondwoman, but of the

free.

So the men sat down, in number about five
thousand; And Jesus took the loaves; and when he had given thanks, he distributed to the disciples, and the disciples
to them that were set down; and likewise of the fishes as much as they would. When they were filled, he said unto his
disciples, Gather up the fragments that remain, that nothing be lost. Therefore they gathered them together, and filled
twelve baskets with the fragments of the five barley loaves, which remained over and above unto them that had eaten.
Then those men, when they had seen the miracle that Jesus did, said, This is of a truth that prophet that should come
into the world.

Prayer of Humble Access

Then shall the Priest, kneeling down at the Lord’s Table, say, in the name of all those who shall receive the Communion, this

Prayer following.

Priest:

We do not presume to come to this Thy Table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our own righteousness, but
in thy manifold and great mercies. We are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs under Thy
Table. But Thou art the same Lord, Whose property is always to have mercy: Grant us therefore,
gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of Thy dear Son us Christ, and to drink His blood, that our sinful
bodies may be made clean by His body, and our souls washed through His most precious blood, and that
we may evermore dwell in Him, and He in us. Awen.

Prayer of Consecration
Then the Priest standing before the Table, hath so ordered the Bread and Wine, that he may with the more readiness and
decency break the Bread before the People, and take the cup into his hands, he shall say the Prayer of Consecration, as

followeth.
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All glory be to Thee Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that Thou, of Thy tender mercy, didst give Thine only
Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for our redemption; Who made there (by his one oblation of Himself
once offered) a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did
institute, and in His holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that His precious death and
sacrifice, until His coming again: For in the night in which He was betrayed, (2) He took Bread, and when He had
given thanks (%) He brake it, and gave it to His disciples, saying, Take, eat, (¢) this is my Body which is given for you;
do this in remembrance of Me. Likewise after supper, (d) He took the Cup; and when He had given thanks, He gave it
to them, saying, Drink ye all of this; for (¢) this is my Blood of the New Testament which is shed for you and for
many, for the remission of sins; do this as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of Me.

(a) Here the Priest is to take the Paten unto his hands. (b) And here to break the Bread. (c) And here to lay his hand on all the
Bread. (d) Here he is to take the Cup into his hands. (e) And here he is to lay his hand upon every vessel, in which there is any
Wine to be consecrated.

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father according to the institution of thy dearly beloved Son our Saviour Jesus
Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make here before thy Divine Majesty, with these thy holy gifts,
which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his
blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most hearty
thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same.

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty goodness, vouchsafe to bless
and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them
according to thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be
partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving; most
humbly beseeching thee to grant, that by the merits and death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood,
we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we
offer and present unto thee, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto
thee; humbly beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall be partakers of this Holy Communion, may worthily
receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction,
and made one body with him, that he may dwell in them, and they in him. And although we are unworthy, through
our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice; yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service;
not weighing our merits, but pardoning our offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, in the
unity of the Holy Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end. Awen.

Then shall the Priest first receive the Holy Communion in both kinds himself, and proceed to deliver the same to the Bishops,
Priests, and Deacons, in like manner, (if any be present) and, after that, to the People also in order, into their hands, all
devoutly kneeling. And sufficient opportunity shall be given to those present to communicate. And when he delivereth the
Bread, he shall say,

The Body of our Lotd Jesus Christ, which was given for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto everlasting life. Take
and eat this in remembrance that Christ died for thee, and feed on him in thy heart by faith, with thanksgiving.

And the Minister who delivereth the Cup shall say,
The Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto everlasting life. Drink
this in remembrance that Christ’s Blood was shed for thee, and be thankful.

Remembering St. David
Bishop of Menevia in Wales, c. 544

Yesterday we remembered David, the patron saint of the Welsh people. He lived in the early sixth century and held the
dual office of abbot and bishop in southwestern Wales. Like many other British saints, he was an athlete of the spiri-

tual life who pressed himself to the limits of human endurance. But he was also famous for his compassion, and leg-

ends tell how he worked many wonders to relieve the poor and the sick. In later centuries, when the Welsh people

were oppressed under English rule, these stories made them believe that they had a patron and protector of their own

race before God’s throne in heaven. But devotion to David spread far beyond Wales, and in time he became the only

Welsh saint ever to be honoured on the Calendar of the whole western Church.

Emmaus Program

Grace Church will begin an Emmaus program on
Sunday, March 9. This is a pilot for a series of
similar programs to be offered this fall and be-
yond. Emmaus encourages a journey of faith that
is life-changing, enduring, and has an impact on
the community of believers as well as the individ-
ual. The name comes from Luke 24 which de-
scribes an encounter between Jesus and two disci-
ples on the road to Emmaus. Emmaus will offer a
Christian fellowship at Grace to enrich current
members and engage prospective new members.

Developed by the Church of England in 1993, the
Emmaus program has goals similar to those of the
“Alpha” program that you may be familiar with,
but is more in tune with the Grace community.
Classes are informal, friendly and non-pressured.
Child care will be provided.

The pilot program that begins March 9 will in-
clude ten leaders and 14 to 20 participants, who
will meet weekly for eight two-hour sessions, con-
cluding with a full-day session on May 10. In ad-
dition to having a fruitful spiritual experience, the
pilot group will offer feedback that will help refine
the program for future Emmaus experiences at
Grace.
