Tenebrae: Liturgy of Shadows

On Palm Sunday, March 16 at 8:00 p.m. Grace Church and the St. Gregory Choir will
offer the solemn liturgy known as Tenebrae. Tenebrae is the Latin word for “shadows.”
During this service of music, readings and prayers, the church is lit by candles which
are gradually extinguished, calling to mind the darkness of Christ’s death and pointing
toward the hope of the Resurrection.

A Lenten Journey through The Book of Common Prayer

During Lent we are using six historic Books of Common Prayer, tracing our
liturgical tradition from the first (1549) through the official BCP (1979)
currently in use. Today we follow the 1928 prayer book of the American
church, and next week for Palm Sunday we conclude by using the liturgy
from our 1979 prayer book.

The first complete version of the Book of Common Prayer appeared in 1549
at the time of the Reformation, during the reign of Edward VI, the result of
the work begun during the reign of Edward’s father, Henry VIII, under the
direction of Thomas Cranmer. Their aim was to produce a book in the

vernacular that would be a unified and simplified equivalent of previous Latin
liturgies.

In 1552, a revised version, sometimes called the “Second Prayer Book of
Edward VI,” appeared. As with the 1549 book, its use was made compulsory
by Parliament. This version was more Protestant in flavor. The structure of

Title Page of the Standard Book of the Holy Communion service was changed, some ceremonies were
the 1928 U.S. Book of Common eliminated, and the vestments worn by the clergy were simplified. Eight
Prayer, originally printed in 1930. months later, it was suppressed by Queen Mary I, who reintroduced Latin as

the language to be used in services in the Church of England, which was
once again in communion with the Church in Rome.

After Queen Elizabeth I ascended the throne in 1558, the Book of Common Prayer was amended; further
amendments were made in 1604 during the reign of James 1. During the Commonwealth the Book of Common
Prayer was suppressed, but in 1662, following the restoration of the monarchy, its use was again made compulsory.
Only minor amendments were made in the Book of Common Prayer after 1662 in England.

The formation of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States in 1783 necessitated a revised prayer book
for American use. It was ratified in 1789; further revisions were made in 1892, 1928, and 1979. It is basically the
same book used by other members of the Anglican Communion.

A note about the readings

We are following the lectionary that was in use at the time of the 1928 prayer book. This means we are using
different readings from those at the 8:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. liturgies, which are set forth in the Revised Common
Lectionary that the Episcopal Church uses today.

At the Communion time the Holy Table shall have upon it a fair white linen cloth, and the Priest, standing reverently before the
Holy Table, shall say the Lord’s Prayer and the Collect following, the people kneeling; but the Lord’s Prayer may be omitted at
the discretion of the Priest.

The Epistle: Hebrews 9:11-15

The Holy Gospel: John 8:46-59

Then, all the People all standing, the Minister appointed shall read the Gospel, first saying,
Priest: The Holy Gospel is written in the Eighth Chapter of Saint John beginning at the Forty-sixth Verse.
People: Glory be to thee, O Lord.

Jesus said, Which of you convinceth me of sin? And if I say the truth, why do ye not believe me? He that is of God
heareth God's words: ye therefore hear them not, because ye are not of God. Then answered the Jews, and said unto
him, Say we not well that thou art a Samaritan, and hast a devil? Jesus answered, I have not a devil; but I honour my
Father, and ye do dishonour me. And I seek not mine own glory: there is one that seeketh and judgeth. Verily, verily, 1
say unto you, If a man keep my saying, he shall never see death. Then said the Jews unto him, Now we know that thou
hast a devil. Abraham is dead, and the prophets; and thou sayest, if a man keep my saying, he shall never taste of
death. Art thou greater than our father Abraham, which is dead? and the prophets are dead: whom makest thou thy-
self? Jesus answered, If I honour myself, my honour is nothing: it is my Father that honoureth me; of whom ye say,
that he is your God: yet ye have not known him; but I know him: and if I should say, I know him not, I shall be a liar
like unto you; but I know him, and keep his saying. Your father Abraham rejoiced to see my day: and he saw it, and
was glad. Then said the Jews unto him, Thou art not yet fifty years old, and hast thou seen Abraham? Jesus said unto
them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Before Abraham was, I AM. Then took they up stones to cast at him: but Jesus hid
himself, and went out of the temple.

People: Praise be to thee, O Christ.
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Then shall be said the Creed commonly called the Nicene, or else the Apostles’ Creed.

The Creed
I believe in one God the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth, And of all things visible and invisible:

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten son of God; Begotten of his Father before all worlds, God of God,
Light of Light, Very God of very God; Begotten, not made; Being of one substance with the Father; By whom all
things were made: Who for us men and for our salvation came down from heaven, And was incarnate by the Holy
Ghost of the Virgin Mary, And was made man: And was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate; He suffered and
was buried: And the third day he rose again according to the Scriptures: And ascended into heaven, And sitteth on the
right hand of the Father: And he shall come again, with glory, to judge both the quick and the dead: Whose kingdom
shall have no end.

And I believe in the Holy Ghost, The Lord, and Giver of Life, Who proceedeth from the Father and the Son, Who
with the Father and the Son together is worshipped and glorified: Who spake by the Prophets: And I believe one
Catholic and Apostolic Church: I acknowledge one Baptism for the remission of sins: And I look for the Resurrection
of the dead: And the Life of the world to come. Amen.

Then shall be declared unto the People what Holy-days, or Fasting-days, are in the week following to be observed; and (if occa-
sion be) shall Notice be given of the Communion. and of the Banns of Matrimony, and other matters to be published.

After which, the Priest, when there is a Communion, shall return to the Holy Table, and begin the Offertory.

The Deacons, Church-wardens, or other fit persons appointed for that purpose, shall receive the Alms for the Poor, and other
Offerings of the People, in a decent Basin to be provided by the Parish; and reverently bring it to the Priest, who shall humbly
present and place it upon the Holy Table.

And the Priest shall then offer, and shall place upon the Holy Table, the Bread and the Wine.

And when the Alms and Oblations are being received and presented, there may be sung a Hymn, or an Offertory Anthem in the
words of Holy Scripture or of the Book of Common Prayer, under the direction of the Priest.

Almighty and everliving God, who by thy holy Apostle hast taught us to make prayers, and supplications, and to give
thanks for all men; We humbly beseech thee most mercifully to accept our alms and oblations, and to receive these
our prayers, which we offer unto thy Divine Majesty; beseeching thee to inspire continually the Universal Church with
the spirit of truth, unity, and concord: And grant that all those who do confess thy holy Name may agree in the truth
of thy holy Word, and live in unity, and godly love.

We beseech thee also, so to direct and dispose the hearts of all Christian Rulers, that they may truly and impartially
administer justice, to the punishment of wickedness and vice, and to the maintenance of thy true religion, and virtue.

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all Bishops and other Ministers, that they may, both by their life and doctrine, set
forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer thy holy Sacraments.

And to all thy People give thy heavenly grace; and especially to this congregation here present; that, with meek heart
and due reverence, they may hear, and receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee in holiness and righteousness all the
days of their life.

And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort and succour all those who, in this transitory
life, are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity.

And we also bless thy holy Name for all thy servants departed this life in thy faith and fear; beseeching thee to grant
them continual growth in thy love and service, and to give us grace so to follow their good examples, that with them
we may be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom.

Then shall the Priest say to those who come to receive the Holy Communion,

Ye who do truly and earnestly repent you of your sins, and are in love and charity with your neighbours, and intend to
lead a new life, following the commandments of God, and walking from henceforth in his holy ways; Draw near with
faith, and take this holy Sacrament to your comfort; and make your humble confession to Almighty God, devoutly
kneeling.

General Confession

Then shall this general Confession be made, by the Priest and all those who are minded to receive the Holy Communion, hum-

bly kneeling.
Almighty God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, Maker of all things, Judge of all men; We acknowledge and bewail our
manifold sins and wickedness, Which we, from time to time, most grievously have committed, By thought, word, and
deed, Against thy Divine Majesty, Provoking most justly thy wrath and indignation against us. We do earnestly repent,
and are heartily sorry for these our misdoings; The remembrance of them is grievous unto us; The burden of them is
intolerable. Have mercy upon us, Have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; For thy Son our Lord Jesus Christ’s
sake, Forgive us all that is past; And grant that we may ever hereafter Serve and please thee In newness of life, To the
honour and glory of thy Name; Through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Absolution

Then shall the Priest (the Bishop, if he be present) stand up, and turning to the People, say,
Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of his great mercy hath promised forgiveness of sins to all those who with
hearty repentance and true faith turn unto him; Have mercy upon you; pardon and deliver you from all your sins; con-
tirm and strengthen you in all goodness; and bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Awmen.

Then shall the Priest turn to the Lord's Table, and say,

Priest: is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all times, and in all places, give thanks unto
thee, O Lord, Holy Father, Almighty, Everlasting God.

Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we laud and magnify thy
glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and saying,

When the Priest, standing before the Table, hath so ordered the Bread and Wine, that he may with the more readiness and
decency break the Bread before the People, and take the Cup into his hands, he shall say the Prayer of Consecration, as fol-
loweth.

Prayer of Consecration
All glory be to thee Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, didst give thine only Son
Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the Cross for our redemption; who made there (by his one oblation of Himself once
offered) a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did insti-
tute, and in his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and sacrifice,
until his coming again: For in the night in which he was betrayed, (2) he took Bread, and when he had given thanks (5)
he brake it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat, (¢) this is my Body, which is given for you; Do this in remem-
brance of me. Likewise after supper, () he took the Cup; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying,
Drink ye all of this; for (¢) this is my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for many, for the remis-
sion of sins; Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.

(a) Here the Priest is to take the Paten into his hands. (b) And here to break the Bread. (c) And here to lay his hand on
all the Bread. (d) Here he is to take the Cup into his hands. (e) And here he is to lay his hand upon every vessel, in
which there is any Wine to be consecrated.

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institution of thy dearly beloved Son our Saviour Jesus
Christ, we, thy humble servants, do celebrate and make here before thy Divine Majesty, with these thy holy gifts,
which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in remembrance his
blessed passion and precious death, his mighty resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most hearty
thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by the same.
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And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty goodness, vouchsafe to bless
and sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of bread and wine; that we, receiving them
according to thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death and passion, may be pat-
takers of his most blessed Body and Blood.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness, mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving; most
humbly beseeching thee to grant, that by the merits and death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood,
we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion. And here we of-
fer and present unto thee, O Lord, ourselves, our souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice unto
thee; humbly beseeching thee, that we, and all others who shall be partakers of this Holy Communion, may worthily
receive the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled with thy grace and heavenly benediction,
and made one body with him, that he may dwell in them, and they in him. And although we are unworthy, through
our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice; yet we beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service;
not weighing our merits, but pardoning our offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord; by whom, and with whom, in the
unity of the Holy Ghost, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end. Amen.

And now, as our Saviour Christ hath taught us, we ate bold to say,

The Lord’s Prayer
Our Father, who art in heaven, Hallowed be thy Name. Thy Kingdom come. Thy will be done on earth As it is in
heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our trespasses, As we forgive those who trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation; But deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for
ever and ever. Amen.

Then shall the Priest, kneeling down at the Lord’s Table, say, in the name of all those who shall receive the Communion, this
Prayer following.

Prayer of Humble Access
We do not presume to come to this thy Table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our own righteousness, but in thy manifold
and great mercies. We are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs under thy Table. But thou art the same
Lord, whose property is always to have mercy: Grant us therefore, gracious Lozrd, so to eat the flesh of thy dear Son
Jesus Christ, and to drink his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his Body, and our souls washed
through his most precious Blood, and that we may evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Awen.

Agnus Dei (choir) (Communion Service in E — Collegium Regale) Harold Darke

Then shall the Priest first receive the Holy Communion in both kinds himself, and proceed to deliver the same to the Bishops,
Priests, and Deacons, in like manner, (if any be present) and, after that, to the People also in order, into their hands, all de-
voutly kneeling. And sufficient opportunity shall be given to those present to communicate. And when he delivereth the Bread,
he shall say,

The Body of our Lotd Jesus Christ, which was given for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto everlasting life. Take
and eat this in remembrance that Christ died for thee, and feed on him in thy heart by faith, with thanksgiving.

And the Minister who delivereth the Cup shall say,
The Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto everlasting life. Drink
this in remembrance that Christ’s Blood was shed for thee, and be thankful.

The Communion of the People

The Episcopal Church invites all baptized Christians of any age to the Lord’s Table. To receive the consecrated Bread, extend your hands upward,
palms crossed. When receiving the Wine, please assist the chalice as it is offered; or, baving consumed the Bread, you may return to_your seat. We
believe Christ fully present in either element. If you are not baptized, or if you prefer not to receive the Sacrament, you may ask_for a blessing.

Gluten-free wafers are available at the altar rail. Please speak to a priest at the rail when you come forward for Communion.

Towards Easter
The Fifth Sunday in Lent

An Easter faith which is true is always a faith which includes the wounds of Calvary. When Christ was raised from
the dead, it did not mean that the Cross was left behind. Far from it. The risen Christ is always the Christ who was
once crucified. Cross and Resurrection go together.

Christian imagery and Christian art have portrayed this through the centuries. We recall pictures of the Crucifixion
which show the kingly triumph, the majestic peace already breaking through the scene of death. We recall pictures
of the risen Jesus which show the marks of sacrifice never effaced, and carried into the risen glory. And the art and
the imagery convey deep truth. We can never know the risen Jesus and never serve Him unless we face the reality
of the Cross.

We must still repent of the sins which wound him, as our sins always do. We must still find Him in those who suf-
fer as we go and serve Him in them. Never can the notes of Calvary fade from the Church’s songs of victory.
