Media-watchers measure the importance of news stories in terms of column inches. By that 
standard the Bible has a very strange set of priorities indeed. The creation of the universe, 
from distant galaxies to insects, takes a mere 34 verses – the first chapter of Genesis and 
the beginning of the second. By contrast, the creation of the sanctuary, the portable place of 
worship made by the Israelites in the desert, takes between 500 and 600 verses. It is a bewil-
dering disparity. It is not as if the sanctuary had lasting significance in the history of Israel 
or mankind: it was a fragile affair, made of beams, hangings and moveable objects, and was 
eventually replaced by the Temple in Jerusalem and then, when that was twice destroyed, by 
the synagogue. What is the coded message about the relative weight of what matters?
