A Word From The Rector                
 

In Easter season it seems normal for Christians to raise the issue of Life after Death. With all that’s been 
written and performed and celebrated concerning heaven we do well to reflect on heaven’s meaning as mem-
bers of his risen body, the Church. Archbishop Michael Ramsey wrote of heaven in these words: 
 

Heaven is not a very, very far away sort of last chapter of Christianity that we need not start both-
ering about just yet. No, heaven is the meaning of it all. Heaven is simply the coming perfection of 
that fellowship between you and a God who has made you, a God who loves you so much that he 
cannot live a day without you, and who wants you with Him everlastingly. 

 
You see, it’s all about relationship. Like the gospels themselves it’s about encountering Jesus where we are 
and meeting him in those special places where fear and love intersect, where longing and anxiety mingle with 
each other. 
 
For me, what all this says is that I need to be reminded of the real value of things in my life. If heaven is the 
meaning of it all, then why I am so fixated by those ‘things’ that so easily dominate my narrow world of eve-
ryday life. Our legacy is never in a thing but always in a person. How many funerals do I need to preside over 
before those haunting words from 1st Timothy resonate within?….we brought nothing into this world and it 
is certain we can carry nothing out… 
 
Who knows? Maybe it takes a lifetime. For me this Easter season is all about reminding me of my priorities 
as a Christian. I know my homework. Best get started!

The Creeds 
 

The creeds originally had more than one purpose. The shorter text, the Apostles’ Creed, was probably used at baptism, 
the longer and more complicated text, the Nicene Creed, was worked out by councils of church leaders to try and rule 
out various faulty ideas. So it isn’t surprising that the Apostles’ Creed begins ‘I’ – it’s a formula for an individual taking 
a step of commitment in baptism… and the Nicene Creed (in its early forms, though it was changed later) begins ‘We’ 
– it’s a statement of what has been agreed by a meeting and is to be said by the whole congregation together. It won’t 
really do to say that ‘we believe’ is a general formula that allows individuals more latitude in what they individually sign 
up to: it sets out what Christians can expect each other to take for granted. You might even say that it tells us why we 
can trust each other in the Christian community. We’re looking in the same direction, working with the same hopes 
and assumptions. So both ‘I’ and ‘we’ have their place, and not a great deal hangs on which of them we use at any mo-
ment.
