In a nutshell, this program is a work-
shop rotational model. It allows stories 
to be taught creatively through differ-
ent senses.

Drama allows students to 
‘step into the shoes’ of specific charac-
ters. We do not all learn the same 
way. Workshops ensure that students with differ-
ent learning styles will have equal opportunities to 
understand content,” according to the Workshop Ro-
tational Model website.

Coastal Crisis Chaplaincy 

The Coastal Crisis Chaplaincy ministers to 
all emergency personnel in our area as they 
cope with tragic and painful events, and 
offers vital services to the public as well. 
 

The CCC consists of the 
Reverend Rob Dewey and 
two other full-time Chap-
lains, along with about a 
dozen volunteer Chap-
lains. In addition to pas-
toral care and counseling 
for first responders and 
their families, the Chap-
laincy assists the Coroner in notifying peo-
ple who have lost a family member in a 
murder, accident or other unexpected crisis. 
Chaplains assist the Mobile Crisis Unit and 
SWAT teams in hostage negotiations and 
other local emergency situations. The CCC 
also has a Survivor Follow Up program, 
making visits to crime victims and their 
families. 
 
While it receives some funding from local 
agencies, the CCC relies on donations. Bro-
chures and envelopes for gifts will be avail-
able in Hanahan Hall.
