Outreach Focus: York Place 
 

“All things bright and beautiful, all creatures great 
and small, all things wise and wonderful, the Lord 
God made them all.” 
 

Please read this excerpt from a newsletter written 
by John C. Shiflet, President of York Place, a resi-
dential treatment center for troubled and emotion-
ally disturbed persons ages 6-16 which is owned 
and operated by both Episcopal dioceses in South 
Carolina: 

“A placement information sheet came across my 
desk the other day. Included in a section below the 
demographic information, which told me her age 
was 8, there is a section called ‘presenting prob-
lems.’ Your president read the ‘presenting prob-
lems’ and cried. There were some big psychiatric 
terms which make her condition seem less real or 
maybe more medical or something, but there were 
too many real everyday scary words which make 
me know the creatures in this little girl’s life had 
not been beautiful or wise or wonderful. 
 
“Today I saw this new little girl – she was on a 
bicycle and she was smiling… thank God she was 
smiling. The Lord creates them all; he doesn’t 
make them hurt… we humans do that. At York 
Place we hope to make some of that hurt go away 
and to help God’s creatures feel safe. It is our 
prayer our children can learn to live as adults who 
see their little ones as bright and beautiful crea-
tures only to be loved.”
