The nursery is also
open on Wednesday evenings
whenever dinner is being served.

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A Word From The Rector

What America celebrates as a nation on Independence Day is not unlike what we as
Christians celebrate each and every Sunday: We celebrate the Gift of Community, that is,
Common Unity. In both instances, whether as a nation or as a Church, we dare to proclaim
with gratitude E PLURIBUS UNUM, out of many, one.

In today’s passage from Deuteronomy we recall that while we see orphans and widows,
strangers and sojourners, God sees only people. That is, what we view as many and
different, God sees as one common humanity. So should we.

In our reading from Hebrews we reflect on the understanding that without the gift of faith it
is hard to grow into the future God is calling us into. Hopefully, we celebrate Independence
Day as much to encourage us to move faithfully into our future as to remember the many
blessings lived out in America’s history.

All this comes together and is echoed in our gospel reading from Matthew, as Jesus calls us
once again to a larger and more inclusive sense of community. America has known this as a
nation as we celebrate a richness that is directly related to our history of “including.” Just as
generations of Americans have done well to remember that not very long ago they or their
ancestors before them atrived on these blessed shores as “strangers and foreigners, as
people who made it clear that they are seeking a homeland.” (Hebrews 11:13b-14)
