Genesis 28:10-19a

Isaac has given Jacob his blessing and has dispatched him to find a wife among his own clan. Like his
father, Jacob is expected to marry among his own people, but unlike Isaac, he gets to make the journey
himself.

Romans 8:12-25

Paul has told us that Christian experience is dominated by life in the Spirit rather than by the desires of the
flesh, or self-centeredness. Christians are still subject to suffering, to bearing crosses and affliction, but not
to eternal condemnation. Not being condemned, we have hope.

A Word From The Rector

Nearer, my God, to thee

This hymn was penned by Sarah Flower Adams in the year 1841. It received renewed interest a few years
back thanks to the motion picture “Titanic’. The story is told that this hymn was played by the cruise ship’s
orchestra even as many, including the musicians, were awaiting their watery deaths.

‘Nearer, my God, to thee’ has as its biblical focus the passage read today from the Book of Genesis. Jacob
has found himself in not just a bit of trouble. In baseball terms, he stood 0 for 2 having recently wronged
both his brother Esau as well as his God. As our reading begins Jacob was on the run from both of them. It
is at this crucial time that Jacob sleeps and has his great ladder dream’ and with it receives God’s gift of
blessed assurance.

‘Know that I am with you and will keep you wherever you go...’

Isn’t this all any of us really need; the knowledge and the assurance of God’s presence in our lives no matter
what? Sure, like Jacob before us, we often fall short of God’s grace but we never need feel abandoned. For
me, Adams’ hymn has the same effect. As in Verse 4 of the hymn the poet celebrates that even amid our
‘stony griefs’ we can celebrate our hope that we live in God’s house (Bethel) and stand under divine protection.

This should cause us little surprise since the cross, a symbol of death, gives us our Christian identity, as Ad-
ams rightly portrays in Verse 1 of her classic hymn. It is these first few lines of the hymn that President Wil-
liam McKinley was heard to recite as he lay dying in 1901.

I'm not sure we could choose words any more meaningful than these as we depart this life in faith.

The Epistle: Romans 8:12-25
Brothers and sisters, we are debtors, not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh — for if you live according to the
flesh, you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will live. For all who are led by the
Spirit of God are children of God. For you did not receive a spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have re-
ceived a spirit of adoption. When we cry, “Abbal Father!” it is that very Spirit bearing witness with our spirit that we
are children of God, and if children, then heirs, heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ — if, in fact, we suffer with
him so that we may also be glorified with him. I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth com-
paring with the glory about to be revealed to us. For the creation waits with eager longing for the revealing of the chil-
dren of God; for the creation was subjected to futility, not of its own will but by the will of the one who subjected it,
in hope that the creation itself will be set free from its bondage to decay and will obtain the freedom of the glory of
the children of God. We know that the whole creation has been groaning in labor pains until now; and not only the
creation, but we ourselves, who have the first fruits of the Spirit, groan inwardly while we wait for adoption, the re-
demption of our bodies. For in hope we were saved. Now hope that is seen is not hope. For who hopes for what is
seen? But if we hope for what we do not see, we wait for it with patience.

And the slaves of the householder
came and said to him, ‘Master, did you not sow good seed in your field? Where, then, did these weeds come from?’
He answered, ‘An enemy has done this.” The slaves said to him, “Then do you want us to go and gather them?” But he
replied, ‘No; for in gathering the weeds you would uproot the wheat along with them. Let both of them grow together
until the harvest; and at harvest time I will tell the reapers, Collect the weeds first and bind them in bundles to be
burned, but gather the wheat into my barn.”” Then he left the crowds and went into the house. And his disciples ap-
proached him, saying, “Explain to us the parable of the weeds of the field.” He answered, “The one who sows the
good seed is the Son of Man; the field is the world, and the good seed are the children of the kingdom; the weeds are
the children of the evil one, and the enemy who sowed them is the devil; the harvest is the end of the age, and the
reapers are angels.

HALOS: Grace is beginning to collect school uni-
forms and school supplies for local children who
are in foster care because of abuse or neglect.
Many of these children come from conditions of
extreme poverty, and starting the school year
with the right supplies and new school clothes can
make a huge difference to them. Grace is a part-
ner with the HALOS program (Helping and Lend-
ing Outreach Support) that works with the De-
partment of Social Services to provide some of
these basic necessities for foster children.
