We are glad you are with us
today.

Welcome: Baptized Christians of
every age are invited to receive Holy
Communion.

Saying hello: Please come to
Hanahan Hall for coffee and
refreshments after the 9:00 and
11:00 services today and give us a
chance to greet you in person. On
most Sundays, Christian Education
is offered for all ages at 10:10 a.m.

Construction work: Please excuse
the mess — the church is in the midst
of a $12 million repair and
restoration project called
“Saving Grace.” Major
structural problems
threaten our 160-year-old
building, and a capital
campaign is under way to fund the
necessary repairs. To learn more,

visit gracechurchcharleston.org, or
call the church office at 723-4575.

Persons with disabilities: 1f you
would like to receive Communion
but cannot come to the altar rail,
please let an usher know so the
Sacrament can be brought to you.
Large-print prayer books and
amplified listening equipment are
available from any usher.

Children: Children are especially
welcome in church at the 9:00 a.m.
service. Look in the cart near the
organ console for crayons, paper,
coloring pages, books and other
resources. If you feel the need to
take your child outside, there is a
sound system in the Garden where
you can continue to hear the service.

On most Sundays, Children’s Chapel
for ages 3-5 is offered at 9:00 a.m. in
the Chapel near Hanahan Hall; the
children come back into church just
before Holy Communion.

Nursery: The nursery is open from
9:00 a.m. until the end of the 11:15
a.m. service today (on most Sundays
it’s 8:45 a.m.-12:30 p.m.). Paid staff
and parent volunteers are there to
welcome children from birth
through age 2. The nursery is also
open on Wednesday evenings
whenever dinner is being served.

Church tours: A 15-minute tour
and brief history of the parish
facilities is offered after the 11:00
a.m. service. Please meet your guide
at the front of the church near the
organ and choir stalls. A self-guided
tour brochure is also available — ask
any usher.

Parking: If you parked in the city
garage at the corner of Wentworth
and St. Philip Street, have your ticket
stamped by an usher, or take this
bulletin to show the attendant. You
will not be charged for parking
during our Sunday and Wednesday
services. Seven handicapped parking
spaces are available in the church
lots adjacent to the building.

Restrooms: Exit at the rear side
doors near the baptismal font; walk
along the covered cloister through
the door into Hanahan Hall. Turn
left, and the restrooms are on the
right. Diaper changing facilities are
in the nursery.

A Word From The Rector
Making Space to Learn and Pray

There’s a little moving going on at Grace Church as we attempt to make broader use of our spaces to learn and pray.
The changes to our Children’s Learning Centers are wonderful and exciting. Thanks, Julie!

The problem with the better utilization of our space is the limited amount we have available in the first place. So we are
trying to make sure any changes we make will be only for the better and allow for increased usage of the spaces in ques-
tion. We’re also trying not to break the bank as we do it!

The Dotterer Library continues to serve us well as a room for study. We will continue to make use of this study space,
but will add to its usage one additional significant purpose. Our Chapel just outside Hanahan Hall has also served us
well but is somewhat restrictive in its ability to serve our “smaller liturgical needs.” So we have made a few changes
upstairs, and the Dotterer Chapel is the result. This chapel space will continue to serve our study needs but will also
allow us the opportunity to worship and pray in more significant numbers (e.g. Morning Prayer, occasional celebrations
of the Holy Eucharist). Let me add my thanks to three generations of Dotterers for allowing this new beginning!

Our present chapel has gone through many adaptations over the years. As the chapel moves to the upper floor
(accessible by elevator), the space just adjacent to Hanahan Hall can help fill the increasing needs of our Gifts of Grace
Book Store. Suitable prayers have been offered in this special space as it adapts from serving some liturgical needs to
offering to meet some educational and other needs for parishioners. This move will also free up additional space in
Hanahan Hall for other purposes.

Children’s Chapel has moved closer to the nursery. Please see Julie’s notice on Page 23 for details.
Allin all, we believe that these small changes will help us better serve our parish’s needs to pray and to learn.
Check them out.

Thanks to all concerned for their input surrounding these adaptations, the clergy, wardens, staff, property, and worship
leaders.

Now Laban had two daughters; the name of the elder was Leah, and the name of the younger was
Rachel. Leah’s eyes were lovely, and Rachel was graceful and beautiful. Jacob loved Rachel; so he said, “I will serve
you seven years for your younger daughter Rachel.” Laban said, “It is better that I give her to you than that I should
give her to any other man; stay with me.” So Jacob served seven years for Rachel, and they seemed to him but a few
days because of the love he had for her. Then Jacob said to Laban, “Give me my wife that I may go in to her, for my
time is completed.” So Laban gathered together all the people of the place, and made a feast. But in the evening he
took his daughter Leah and brought her to Jacob; and he went in to her. (Laban gave his maid Zilpah to his daughter
Leah to be her maid.) When morning came, it was Leah! And Jacob said to Laban, “What is this you have done to me?

No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him
who loved us. For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor things to
come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of
God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Creation — God’s Canvas

It is an extraordinary and beautiful thing that God, in creation, uses precisely the same tools and rules as the artist; he
