Major
structural problems
threaten our 160-year-old
building, and a capital
campaign is under way to fund the
necessary repairs.

Persons with disabilities: 1f you
would like to receive Communion
but cannot come to the altar rail,
please let an usher know so the
Sacrament can be brought to you.
Large-print prayer books and
amplified listening equipment are
available from any usher.

Children: Children are especially
welcome in church at the 9:00 a.m.
service. Look in the cart near the
organ console for crayons, paper,
coloring pages, books and other
resources. If you feel the need to
take your child outside, there is a
sound system in the Garden where
you can continue to hear the service.

On most Sundays, Children’s Chapel
for ages 3-5 is offered at 9:00 a.m. in
the Chapel near Hanahan Hall; the
children come back into church just
before Holy Communion.

Nursery: The nursery is open from
9:00 a.m. until the end of the 11:15
a.m. service today (on most Sundays
it’s 8:45 a.m.-12:30 p.m.). Paid staff
and parent volunteers are there to
welcome children from birth
through age 2. The nursery is also
open on Wednesday evenings
whenever dinner is being served.

A Prayer

Therefore I will trust him, whatever, wherever | am. | can never be thrown away.
If I am in sickness, my sickness may serve him;

In perplexity, my perplexity may serve him;

He does nothing in vain, He knows what He is about...

Serving God where we are. How much time do we waste while waiting, hoping and earnestly desiring to serve God in that
other place or in a different way. Newman’s prayer challenges us to see God’s purpose firmly established in our present; that
would be here and now. Not ‘once I’m feeling better’, or ‘as soon as that promotion comes through’, or “first thing when |
retire’. No, today is the day. All that we do can to serve God’s directed plan for our lives. Each part of our day can overflow
with God’s gift of purpose and mission. The challenge remains to see our life in the light of Newman’s prayer. Even amid
perplexity and confusion, we can serve God. What a relief! | don’t have to have all the answers! 1 just have to be willing to
give all that I do have back to God. And that includes today.

Something to ponder as we make our pilgrimage to God’s table this day.

The First Reading: Genesis 37:1-4, 12-28
Jacob settled in the land where his father had lived as an alien, the land of Canaan. This is the story of the family of Jacob.
Joseph, being seventeen years old, was shepherding the flock with his brothers; he was a helper to the sons of Bilhah and
Zilpah, his father's wives; and Joseph brought a bad report of them to their father. Now Israel loved Joseph more than any
other of his children, because he was the son of his old age; and he had made him a long robe with sleeves. But when his
brothers saw that their father loved him more than all his brothers, they hated him, and could not speak peaceably to him.
Now his brothers went to pasture their father's flock near Shechem. And Israel said to Joseph, "Ate not your brothers pas-
turing the flock at Shechem? Come, I will send you to them." He answered, "Here I am." So he said to him, "Go now, see
if it is well with your brothers and with the flock; and bring word back to me." So he sent him from the valley of Hebron.
He came to Shechem, and a man found him wandering in the fields; the man asked him, "What are you seeking?" "I am
seeking my brothers," he said; "tell me, please, where they are pasturing the flock." The man said, "They have gone away,
for I heard them say, "Let us go to Dothan."" So Joseph went after his brothers, and found them at Dothan. They saw him
from a distance, and before he came near to them, they conspired to kill him. They said to one anothet, "Here comes this
dreamer. Come now, let us kill him and throw him into one of the pits; then we shall say that a wild animal has devoured
him, and we shall see what will become of his dreams." But when Reuben heard it, he delivered him out of their hands,
saying, "Let us not take his life." Reuben said to them, "Shed no blood; throw him into this pit here in the wilderness, but
lay no hand on him" -- that he might rescue him out of their hand and restore him to his father. So when Joseph came to
his brothers, they stripped him of his robe, the long robe with sleeves that he wore; and they took him and threw him into
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a pit. The pit was empty; there was no water in it. Then they sat down to eat; and looking up they saw a caravan of Ishma-
elites coming from Gilead, with their camels carrying gum, balm, and resin, on their way to carry it down to Egypt. Then
Judah said to his brothers, "What profit is it if we kill our brother and conceal his blood? Come, let us sell him to the Ish-
maeclites, and not lay our hands on him, for he is our brother, our own flesh." And his brothers agreed. When some Midia-
nite traders passed by, they drew Joseph up, lifting him out of the pit, and sold him to the Ishmaelites for twenty pieces of
silver. And they took Joseph to Egypt.

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The Epistle: Romans 10:5-15
Moses writes concerning the righteousness that comes from the law, that "the person who does these things will live by
them." But the righteousness that comes from faith says, "Do not say in your heart, "Who will ascend into heavenr" (that
is, to bring Christ down) "or "Who will descend into the abyss?" (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead). But what does
it say? "The word is near you, on your lips and in your heart" (that is, the word of faith that we proclaim); because if you
confess with your lips that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.
For one believes with the heart and so is justified, and one confesses with the mouth and so is saved. The scripture says,
"No one who believes in him will be put to shame." For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; the same Lord is
Lotd of all and is generous to all who call on him. For, "Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved." But
how are they to call on one in whom they have not believed? And how are they to believe in one of whom they have never
heard? And how are they to hear without someone to proclaim him? And how are they to proclaim him unless they are
sent? As it is written, "How beautiful are the feet of those who bring good news!"

Joseph, being seventeen years old, was shepherding the flock with his brothers; he was a helper to the sons of Bilhah and
Zilpah, his fathet's wives; and Joseph brought a bad report of them to their father. Now Israel loved Joseph more than any
other of his children, because he was the son of his old age; and he had made him a long robe with sleeves. But when his
brothers saw that their father loved him more than all his brothers, they hated him, and could not speak peaceably to him.

The man said, "They have gone away,
for I heard them say, "Let us go to Dothan." So Joseph went after his brothers, and found them at Dothan. They saw him

from a distance, and before he came near to them, they conspired to kill him. They said to one another, "Here comes this
dreamer. Come now, let us kill him and throw him into one of the pits; then we shall say that a wild animal has devoured
him, and we shall see what will become of his dreams." But when Reuben heard it, he delivered him out of their hands,
saying, "Let us not take his life." Reuben said to them, "Shed no blood; throw him into this pit here in the wilderness, but
lay no hand on him" -- that he might rescue him out of their hand and restore him to his father. So when Joseph came to
his brothers, they stripped him of his robe, the long robe with sleeves that he wore; and they took him and threw him into
a pit. The pit was empty; there was no water in it. Then they sat down to eat; and looking up they saw a caravan of Ishma-
elites coming from Gilead, with their camels carrying gum, balm, and resin, on their way to carry it down to Egypt. Then
Judah said to his brothers, "What profit is it if we kill our brother and conceal his blood? Come, let us sell him to the Ish-
maeclites, and not lay our hands on him, for he is our brother, our own flesh." And his brothers agreed. When some Midia-
nite traders passed by, they drew Joseph up, lifting him out of the pit, and sold him to the Ishmaelites for twenty pieces of
silver. And they took Joseph to Egypt.
