Grace Church will begin an eight-week Emmaus
program in September, and an information ses-
sion to learn more about Emmaus will be held on
Sunday, August 24 at 4:00 p.m.

Emmaus offers a Christian fellowship to enrich
current members and engage prospective new
members at Grace. It encourages a journey of
faith that is life-changing, enduring, and has an
impact on the community of believers as well as
the individual. Classes are informal, friendly and
non-pressured. Child care is provided.

The name of the program comes from Chapter 24
of the Gospel of St. Luke, which describes an en-
counter between Jesus and two disciples on the
road to Emmaus. Developed by the Church of
England in 1993, the Emmaus program has goals
similar to those of the “Alpha” program, but is
more in tune with the Grace community.

The eight Emmaus sessions this fall will be held
on Sundays at 4:00 p.m. beginning September 7.
