The whole congregation of the Israelites complained against Moses and Aaron in the wilderness. The Israelites said to 
them, “If only we had died by the hand of the Lord in the land of Egypt, when we sat by the fleshpots and ate our fill 
of bread; for you have brought us out into this wilderness to kill this whole assembly with hunger.” Then the Lord 
said to Moses, “I am going to rain bread from heaven for you, and each day the people shall go out and gather enough 
for that day. In that way I will test them, whether they will follow my instruction or not. On the sixth day, when they 
prepare what they bring in, it will be twice as much as they gather on other days.” So Moses and Aaron said to all the 
Israelites, “In the evening you shall know that it was the Lord who brought you out of the land of Egypt, and in the 
morning you shall see the glory of the Lord, because he has heard your complaining against the Lord. For what are we, 
that you complain against us?” And Moses said, “When the Lord gives you meat to eat in the evening and your fill of 
bread in the morning, because the Lord has heard the complaining that you utter against him – what are we? Your 
complaining is not against us but against the Lord.” Then Moses said to Aaron, “Say to the whole congregation of the 
Israelites, ‘Draw near to the Lord, for he has heard your complaining.’” And as Aaron spoke to the whole congrega-
tion of the Israelites, they looked toward the wilderness, and the glory of the Lord appeared in the cloud. The Lord 
spoke to Moses and said, “I have heard the complaining of the Israelites; say to them, ‘At twilight you shall eat meat, 
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and in the morning you shall have your fill of bread; then you shall know that I am the Lord your God.’” In the eve-
ning quails came up and covered the camp; and in the morning there was a layer of dew around the camp. When the 
layer of dew lifted, there on the surface of the wilderness was a fine flaky substance, as fine as frost on the ground.

Saving Grace update 
Water from above: Last week many pa-
rishioners noticed a section of plastic on 
the ceiling at the foot of the aisle that was 
dripping and bulging with water. Here’s 
an update: Although at first glance it 
looked alarming, the water actually came 
from an air conditioning unit, not a roof 
leak. When condensation from the unit 
backs up, the unit is supposed to shut off 
automatically, but the shut-off switch mal-
functioned and allowed the drip to over-
flow and become trapped in some of the 
plastic sheeting on the plywood covering 
the ceiling. Only the plywood was affected; 
the water did not damage the plaster, and 
the ceiling is still sound. 
 
Roped-off pews: Condensation from the 
AC has been a problem elsewhere in the 
church, too. Certain pews have been roped 
off to keep people from getting wet or slip-
ping on wet floors. Safety is our priority in 
Saving Grace, so please help by staying 
out of the roped-off pews, as well as other 
areas that are roped off, barricaded, 
marked with caution tape, etc.  
 
Baptismal font: The font has been re-
moved to a safe location for the duration of 
the work in the narthex, to keep it from 
being damaged while we continue to 
strengthen the tower and foundation.
