Memminger Partnership 
Thank you for contributing so generously to the 
Big Blue Memminger barrels in the  atrium at 
Grace’s backdoor (near the parking area at the 
rear of the church).    
 

We’ve asked for breakfast bars and school sup-
plies – black and white notebooks, notebook pa-
per, number 2 pencils, blunt-point scissors, and 
glue sticks. Our Grace volunteer team takes these 
gifts to Memminger Elementary School, our 
neighbor just across Wentworth Street.   
 

As much as you’ve helped already, we can still use 
more of the same: school supplies and breakfast 
bars. Breakfast bars are especially helpful.  Even 
though the school serves breakfast to children 
who arrive early, it isn’t unusual for students to 
arrive late without having eaten breakfast. Often 
the Memminger children come from homes in 
which the parents and grandparents work several 
jobs. Simply enough, just getting to school is a 
scramble and sometimes young children are re-
sponsible for caring siblings that are even 
younger. Time and circumstance mean that every 
day some children come to school hungry. The 
breakfast bars are a simple, nutritious solution. 
Teachers can distribute them quickly with very 
little interruption to crucial time for classwork.    
 

In the 2007-08 school year, more than 50 Grace 
parishioners volunteered at Memminger helping 
with activities directly connected to the children’s 
academic achievement. There is a complete de-
scription of the Grace Memminger partnership 
online at gracechurchcharleston.org.
