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2009 Stewardship Campaign Update

old to climb the stairs to the rehearsal room or until we are asked to please stop singing. The music program 
is an important part of the ministry of the church, not as entertainment but as a guide to worship. I believe 
this program at Grace – the St. Gregory and St. Augustine adult choirs, the St. Nicholas and the St. Cecilia 
children’s choirs, and the handbell choir (looking for a saint) – is second to none in the Diocese. The an-
thems, responses, and hymns are integral to the service and many visitors to Grace have commented on the 
quality of the music as well as the congregational singing. The two children’s choirs are important aspects of 
the child’s Christian education. I believe an indication of the vibrancy of a church is the number of young 
people and families in the congregation. These large children’s choirs and the attendance at the 9:00 a.m. 
family services are indicators of a growing and healthy church.
