The First Reading: Judges 4:1-7
The Israelites again did what was evil in the sight of the Lord, after Ehud died. So the Lord sold them into the hand of
King Jabin of Canaan, who reigned in Hazor; the commander of his army was Sisera, who lived in Harosheth-ha-
goiim. Then the Israelites cried out to the Lord for help; for he had nine hundred chariots of iron, and had oppressed
the Israelites cruelly twenty years. At that time Deborah, a prophetess, wife of Lappidoth, was judging Israel. She used
to sit under the palm of Deborah between Ramah and Bethel in the hill country of Ephraim; and the Israelites came
up to her for judgment.

Tea Room Report

All for outreach: The Grace Church Tea Room
Disbursement Committee has announced the
2008 recipients of the money raised by the annual
Tea Room and Church Mouse Boutique. A total of
$52,500 in proceeds from this year’s event is go-
ing to local organizations — the highest total yet
raised by the Tea Room.

Representatives from the 18 local outreach or-
ganizations that will benefit from the Tea Room
this year are being invited to receive their checks
on Sunday, December 14 at the 11:00 a.m. ser-
vice. We'll also honor the efforts of those who
helped make the Tea Room possible.

For 17 years, Grace has held the Tea Room dur-
ing the Spoleto USA Festival. This parishwide
outreach effort turns Hanahan Hall into a lunch-
eon spot featuring delicious food cooked and
served by church members. The Church Mouse
Boutique gift shop sells new and gently used
items next door. All the money raised is given to
charities in the tri-county area. Last year’s dis-
bursement was $50,000, up from $42,000 in
2006.

The 2009 Tea Room will be held May 25-June 5.
As you make your plans for next summer, please
consider being part of this important effort.
