Notes from the Bell Tower

Noah Smith, a member of Grace’s St. Dunstan’s
Guild of Change Ringers and a 9th-grader at Aca-
demic Magnet High School, rang his first Full Peal
on the Grace tower bells on Sunday, December 7,
with seven members of the Society of Royal Cum-
berland Youths who were visiting from Lon-

don. The peal consisted of 5,056 unique changes of
the method Plain Bob Major, lasting a non-stop 3
hours and 5 minutes. Following on this accom-
plishment, Noah conducted his first Quarter Peal
on Boxing Day (December 26), leading local mem-
bers of the St. Dunstan’s Guild and visiting ringers
from Houston, Texas, through 1,320 unique
changes of Plain Bob Doubles. Congratulations,
Noah!
