February 8 - Kirkin’ o’ the Tartan: Grace’s an-
nual celebration of the Scottish Heritage of the
Episcopal Church will happen on February 8 at
11:00 a.m. The service is Morning Prayer along
with pipers and drummers, special music, and a
chance to put on your kilts, sashes and ties (as
well as sporrans, bonnets and brogues if you've
got ’em).

The Right Reverend Ralph Spence, retired Bishop
of Niagara in the Anglican Church of Canada and
an expert on heraldry and flags, will join us again
as preacher for the Kirkin’. He will also lead a
special Adult Forum to share his reflections and
experiences from last summer’s Lambeth Confer-
ence.

February 24 - Shrove Tuesday Pancake Sup-
per: The youth will cook and serve the traditional
pre-Lent feast at 6:00 p.m. Plan to bring the
whole family!

February 25 - Ash Wednesday: Bishop
Lswrence will be with us for Choral Eucharist at
5:30 p.m. as Celebrant and Preacher. A children’s
Ash Wednesday program and child care will be
provided as well. Ash Wednesday liturgies also
are offered at 7:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m.

Sundays in Lent: Choral Evensong will take
place every Sunday at 5:00 p.m. beginning March
1. At the 9:00 and 11:00 a.m. services, Grace will
explore liturgies taken from the Prayer Books of
different parts of the Anglican Communion, in-
cluding England, New Zealand, South Africa and
others. This will be similar to our Lenten worship
last year, when we experienced worship according
to the historic Books of Common Prayer.
