Lenten Home Eucharists

During Lent, members of our parish will gather for Home Eucharists: quiet worship and a simple meal in a home with
friends, neighbors, and other members of our Grace Church family. Home Eucharists remind us that “the Church” is
not a building, but the faithful people of God gathered in the name of Jesus Christ wherever they are, just as Christians
gathered in homes during the earliest days of the Church. Many who have experienced these Lenten gatherings in years
past have felt blessed by the experience.

Would you be willing to open your home for a Home Eucharist? We need more than 30 hosts this year. Home
Eucharists will be offered on Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursdays from February 26 through April 2. If you’d like to
host a daytime or weekend Home Eucharist, we can arrange that as well.

Hosting involves inviting family, friends and neighbors (we will provide names of members in your neighborhood if
you need them), and planning a simple meal for after the Eucharist. (Some hosts ask guests to bring part of the meal.)
Hosts also provide:

e A table for the Eucharist

e  Bread (a roll or slice of bread is fine)

e  Wine and a small container of water

e A plate and goblet (some clergy bring their own; hosts and clergy will talk before the Eucharist)
e A candle to be lighted at the beginning of the service
