Vestry Update: Tower soon to emerge 
 

Bovis Construction is poised to apply the final coat of stucco on our tower, and it will emerge from the scaffolding 
before long. 

 

When it does, the tower will have a slightly new look. Actually, it’s a much older one. Redoing the stucco has afforded 
the opportunity to restore the tower to its original mid-19th-century coloring, which is a bit more tan than the familiar 
light gray shade applied first in the 1970s. Given our significant investment to preserve the integrity of this historic 
tower, it seems right to do so as authentically as possible. 

 

Second, the Vestry also will decide soon if the stucco should be scored 
– imprinted with slight indentions about ½ inch thick so the construc-
tion resembles stone blocks. The church’s original stucco was scored, 
like many older stucco buildings in Charleston. Scoring costs more but 
in a sense would help Grace’s exterior match its interior, where a faux 
stone paint job has painted white lines meant to look like mortar sepa-
rating stone blocks. 

 

Those wondering how these changes will look can glimpse a small sam-
ple patch high up on the tower’s east wall (closest to Glebe Street). Ves-
try members will make a final decision on the scoring soon so the work 
remains on schedule. When the tower reappears, our hope is that you 
will see both an exciting restoration to its original glory and the long-
awaited return of an old friend.
