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The Mixed Chalice

The custom of mixing the wine of the chalice with water is derived from the ancient Jewish practice
of adding water to wine before it was drunk. In the ancient world it was a gesture of temperance.
Only a drunkard ever drank even the mold wines of those days without adding a little water. Thus,
at the Last Supper, the Cup was mixed with a little water, and Church afterwards continued the cus-
tom.

The Mixed Chalice, as it is called, is rich in symbols. It is seen to represent, first of all, the water and
blood which flowed from our Lord’s side as a result of the wound made by the centurion and,
therefore, reminds us of the great sacraments of Baptism and the Eucharist. The complete and in-

separable union of water and wine also reminds us of the mystical union between Christ and His
Church.
