Grace’s Visiting Scholar  

for Holy Week 
April 5-10 

 
The Reverend Dr. Christopher Bryan, recently retired as Pro-
fessor of New Testament at the University of the South in Se-
wanee, Tennessee, will be Grace’s Visiting Scholar for Holy 
Week, preaching and teaching from Palm Sunday through 
Good Friday. 
 
Dr. Bryan joined the faculty of the School of Theology in 1983, 

and since 1991 has served as editor of the Sewanee Theological Review, a renowned quar-
terly Anglican journal. A widely published writer, his books include Render to Caesar: Je-
sus, the Early Church, and the Roman Superpower (2005) and And God Spoke: The Au-
thority of the Bible for the Church Today (2002). Dr. Bryan received his M.A. from Ox-
ford University and his Ph.D. from Exeter University.  
 
The Very Reverend Dr. William S. Stafford, current dean of the School of Theology, calls 
Dr. Bryan an “inspired teacher of generations of priests and profound scholar.” 
 
Speaking of the Resurrection of Jesus and what it means for us, Dr. Bryan has said, 
“Wherever Jesus encounters us, he will change us.  Of course that is true of all relationships 
that are worth anything. They change us. But it is surely – and evidently – especially true of 
this relationship. We will not be the same after it as before.”
