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An Easter Word From the Rector    
For whom is the Easter gospel proclaimed? Who 
would be first to enter the Easter story? Nothing has 
really changed. We will find what they find just as we 
bring what they brought on that first Easter morning. 
They brought to the empty tomb what we bring; the 
same human needs, emotions, desires and wants. 
 

Who came? Their names are Peter, Mary Magdalene 
and John. And they represent many of us who come to 
Grace Church this day. They are, in what they bring, 
the models for many present on this holy day. 
 

Who comes to the Empty tomb this day? 
 

Peter, the Curious One 
Mary Magdalene, the Sad and Grieving One 
John, the One who Simply Believes 
 

Peter runs to the tomb and dares to enter into its emp-
tiness; he examines the contents, the cloths, the napkin. 
How curious indeed. What does that mean? Many of 
us come like Peter. We are curious. We know some of 
the story. We might even come today hoping to make 
the connection. We’re searching. Our name is ‘Pilgrim’. 
There remain more roads to travel. Like the curious we 
bring more questions than answers.  
 

Easter’s message is ready to be received.  
 

Mary Magdalene brings raw emotions to the place 
where her friend’s lifeless body was placed to rest. She 
is overwhelmed by grief; her loss, her emptiness pro-
found. She stays outside the tomb and beyond the 
emptiness, not able to go within. Her heart is broken. 
She cannot bear another reminder of the deep hurt 
within. Some of us bring Mary’s reality to today’s 
Easter observance. If we do, we are in good company. 
Grief knows no barrier of seasons. We feel what we 
feel. Feast Days cannot pretend away our loss and de-
spair.  
 

Easter is proclaimed to all the Marys present today. 
 

John is at the beginning of our Easter Story. Where 
Peter enters in, John, at first, holds back. Is it hesitancy 
or are his emotions just catching up to his experience? 
And then he chooses to take that next step. He enters 
into the lifeless tomb. Where Peter’s curiosity was 
peaked John’s intuition awakens. The gospel puts it 
simply: ‘He saw and believed’. That is, it felt right; it 
made sense. Define for yourself what it means. But 
know this…He saw and believed. 
 

Easter is also proclaimed to those who believe…those 
who choose to believe…those who dare to take the 
risk of faith. 
 

What are all those like John looking for? They come 
wanting to believe, hoping to believe and just needing 
that experience, the event, and the one grace that, if 
given, ‘encourages out’ the faith that is in them. 
 

Are you curious? Can you put the necessary pieces to-
gether? Death as an end makes no sense. The God 
who creates does so with an eternal purpose. Whether 
in nature or sacred story, death is real, but is never 
given the last word. Death is but the prelude to resur-
rection; just as chaos is reborn in God’s creative order; 
just as darkness is renewed by the dawning light.  
 

The curious among us and within us like Peter slowly 
put the pieces together. ‘It is the Lord.’ Curiosity: don’t 
fight it. It is God’s gift leading you into His truth. Mary 
Magdalene in grief has her struggle to faith. Logic, 
theological definitions, reviewing the biblical story… 
don’t go there. She is deep in sadness. Listen to her. 
‘They have taken away my Lord and I know not where 
they have laid him.’ Such sadness will only ever be re-
deemed in relationship. She is only awakened as her 
name is spoken by the resonating voice of the rabbi, 
‘Mary’. 
 

Our sadness and grief is likewise lifted as we encounter 
a presence that sits with us in the darkness and in time 
brings comfort and healing ever teaching us that ‘The 
Lord is our refuge and underneath are the everlasting 
arms.’ 
 

Whatever our sadness, it too shall be renewed by the 
Easter gospel and reborn. Mary soon discovers the gift 
is never really lost. As we encounter the presence of 
the risen Christ we too are invited by name into new 
and unending life. 
 

John, the believer, the one who chooses-desires-seeks 
to believe: Like him, don’t rush into faith. If you do, it 
probably isn’t your faith in the first place. Remember, 
God has children, God has no grandchildren. No, take 
the time you need. Use it wisely and let all your hopes 
and fears come together at Easter’s empty tomb. And 
then, like the beloved disciple, make your decision. 
Take your stand; admit to the faith that is in you. ‘He 
saw and believed’. 
 

Curious? 
Sad? 
Believing? 
 

These are they who first encountered the Easter mes-
sage. And having encountered it were changed for 
ever.
