A Word from the Rector
“...and Thomas was with them.” John 20:26b

Today we meet one of my heroes, Thomas. Thomas,

the believer, Thomas, the honest disciple, Thomas, the

questioning disciple. Thomas, like you and me, simply
a disciple. Thomas, the grieving disciple. He was so
close to the Saviour; I’'m sure it was hard to get close
again, but he did.

Thomas, our mentor and model, as we name our
needs in life’s pilgrimage. Thomas’ faith, our example
of an ever-deepening faith. A faith never quite satis-
fied with the simple surface answers to life’s pain and
life’s questions, life’s desires!

What happened? Because Thomas questioned and
because he doubted (as did everyone else), he arrived
at a deeper understanding of faith. He met the Savior
anew as he sought a more satisfying experience of his
risen Lord. Never satisfied with the other’s experi-
ence, he sought out his own! And we end up with that
greatest of Christian proclamations of the risen Christ:
“My Lord and my God.” And all for the asking, all for
the pondering, all for the questioning. And all for the
doubting.

Doubting Thomas, you say? How about reading the
whole story! Doubting Thomas! How would you like
to be reduced to your first questions and deepest
doubts? If we’re judging, why not judge Thomas on
how he fared at the end of the story. And so, Believ-
ing Thomas it is!

All this happens because he who questioned the resur-
rection was still made welcome in the community of
faith. There is always room at the Lord’s table — no
perfect faith is needed — no fully expressed dogma —
just the willingness to seek out the Savior from wher-
ever we are; whether living in a place of old doubts or
renewed faith, whether a willing disciple of the Master
or more reluctant to serve, there is room at the table.
Thanks be to God, that inclusive early Christian as-
sembly made room for Thomas. So should we, not
only because Christ bids us make room, but because
this gift of the Thomases to the whole community is
so treasured and necessary, so deepening, so entich-

ing.
