The recently-consecrated bishop parked his car
outside the old downtown church, paused for a
moment as though reconsidering his next move,
and then briskly climbed the four steps on the sim-
ple but sunny verandah.

On a bench near the front door sat a grey-haired
priest, seemingly in silent meditation. The bishop
approached him diffidently, carefully studying his
heavily-lines features, clasped hands and closed
eyes as though establishing his identity.

Then he spoke softly: “Father, may I sit with you a
while?” The old man looked up at the unfamiliar
features and the pectoral cross, his tired but keen
eyes puzzled but polite. He smiled and motioned
the bishop to sit beside him.

It wasn’t too long before the young man emerged
from the church beaming, brandishing a slip of pa-
per. “Well, I've won the bet,” he said. “Here’s
proof I’ve been to confession.”

“What’s that?” asked his companions. “It’s my pen-
ance, handed to me by the priest himself.” “What
did he say?” the others asked. “He didn’t say any-
thing, just handed me the slip.”

“Well,” said one, “have you done your penance?”
“Don’t be silly. I don’t go for that nonsense,” he
replied. “Then I don’t pay you your $20,” said his
challenger. No penance, no confession. He was
adamant.

Seeing they were unyielding, the young man went
back into the church, reading the priest’s note as he
went.

EFM and Emmaus: Education for Ministry and
the Emmaus Program are two of our Ministries of
the Week today — they’re two important avenues
Grace offers to adults who want to explore, learn
and grow in their faith:

Emmaus meets for a series of Sunday after-
noons to look at the teachings of our faith
with time for group discussion and reflection.

EFM participants study and discuss the Bi-
ble, Church history, modern issues and theo-
logical topics in weekly three-hour sessions
within a comfortable, small-group setting.
EFM is offered 34 weeks a year as part of a
four-year curriculum. Tuition is charged.

Parent To Parent: Meet in Room 5 upstairs
