This week, Water Missions International will give
a presentation as our Wednesday Night program.
A past recipient of outreach support form Grace,
WMI has been active in providing safe drinking
water in developing countries and places where
disaster has occurred. Just this week, FedEx pro-
vided transportation to Haiti for two solar-
powered systems that can provide 6,000 gallons of
water per day to the earthquake-torn region.
WMI already has been operating several water
treatment systems in Haiti.

Holy Eucharist at 5:30 p.m. and dinner by the
Gracious Gourmets at 6:10 p.m. The nursery is
open all evening starting at 5:00 p.m.

New: Men’s Bible Study

A four-week Bible study on “The Fatherhood of
God” will be held on Tuesdays at 8:00 a.m. in the
Meadowcroft Room beginning February 23. Led
by the Reverend Paul Gilbert, the study will ex-
plore biblical images of fatherhood beginning, of
course, with the generosity of God in the creative
act, continuing with Abraham, Moses, and Jesus’
earthly father Joseph.
