On Monday, temporary scaffolding will go up again inside Grace Church so we can do one final,
thorough cleaning of the upper interior surfaces to get rid of the construction dust as this phase of
the Saving Grace project draws to a close.

The scaffolding will be up in various locations around the interior through Friday. This will mean
our Wednesday night Holy Eucharist at 5:30 p.m. will be celebrated in the Dotterer Chapel upstairs.

This week’s cleaning will stir up a fair amount of dust, so we are protecting our kneelers and pew
cushions again this week by removing them from the church. Parishioners are encouraged to lend a
hand after today’s 11:00 a.m. service, and carry a kneeler or two into Hanahan Hall after the dis-
missal. They should be back in the church in time for worship next Sunday.

The protection covers over the monuments on the walls of the church will be coming down this
week. Flooring work in the narthex will continue through the week, and work on the exterior stucco
around the front door will continue.

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A Word from the Rector
The Ministry of Deacons

You will soon be hearing about an ordination of deacons in these parts. My guess is that you’ll also
recognize two of the names in particular. So what is a deacon, you ask? What is diaconate all about?

The diaconate throughout the Anglican Communion is an historic order, with roots in the ancient
church, adapting to the needs of the church and the world in our own age. Like the episcopate and
the presbyterate (priesthood), it is a gift from God for the nurture of God's people and the procla-
mation of God's gospel. It is closely linked with the ordained diaconate of other ecumenical bodies,
especially the Roman Catholic, Orthodox, and some Methodist and Lutheran churches.

Deacons are symbols of Christ and his church, filled with grace and power through ordination.

Deacons function in ministries of liturgy, word, and charity. They serve directly under the bishop of
a diocese and help to carry out the bishop's ministry. Bishops normally assign deacons to special re-
sponsibility for mercy and justice. Dioceses often require that prospective deacons already serve in
specialized ministries among the poor, sick, and oppressed. Once ordained, deacons exercise leader-
ship among the faithful, encouraging, training, and organizing them for various ministries. In many
ways the vision of the historic diaconate has become a reality in our time.

Deacons are agents of the church in word, action, and attendance, who lead the people of God in
carrying the light of Christ into places of darkness.

All Christians are called by God to be disciples of Jesus and to continue his mission in the world.
Some are called to particular ministries in the church as deacons, priests, bishops, monks, nuns,
evangelists, readers, lay Eucharistic ministers and a variety of other ministries.

The particular work of deacons is to show through loving service that God is concerned with the
whole of life. The deacon's ministry is especially among the poor, the sick, the needy, the troubled,
those who are oppressed and those whom the world pushes to the edge.

Deacons connect the worship of the church with everyday life. They assist the church in relating
faith to life in places of work, organizations, society, the home and neighborhood. Most of their
ministry takes place in these contexts through service, pastoral care, preaching, teaching and prayer.

Usually deacons will minister in their local church and community and be financially self-supporting.
Deacons work with local clergy, other ministers and all the people of God, sharing in the ministry of
Christ and equipping others.

We are pleased that two of ‘our own’ at Grace Church are soon to be ordained Deacons in Christ’s
Church. Parishioners Ed Dyckman and Lee Hershon are to be made deacons at the Cathedral of St.
Luke and St. Paul on Saturday September 11, 2010. Lee will serve his diaconal ministry here at Grace
while Ed has been assigned to the Parish of Calvary in Charleston.

We look forward to celebrating this new beginning in ministry for Lee and Ed and assure them of
our love and prayers.
