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A Word from the Rector 
 

Slowly, all through the universe, that temple of God is being built. Wherever, in any world, a soul, 
by free-willed obedience, catches the fire of God’s likeness, it is set into the growing walls, a living 
stone. When, in your hard fight, in your tiresome drudgery, or in your terrible temptation, you catch 
the purpose of your being and give yourself to God, and so give Him the chance to give Himself to 
you, your life – a living stone – is taken up and set into that growing wall. 
 
Wherever souls are being tried and ripened, in whatever commonplace and homely ways, there God 
is hewing out the pillars for His temple. Oh, if the stone can only have some vision of the temple of 
which it is to be a part forever, what patience must fill it as it feels the blows of the hammer, and 
knows that success for it is simply to let itself be wrought in what shape the Master wills.  

Phillip Brooks (1835-1893) 
In these few words Bishop Brooks gives us our marching orders as members of the 
Church. We are part of a community and we are, by our very nature, all about 
‘Building Up.’ Last Sunday we gave thanks for Dr. Tate’s ministry of building up as 
he served so faithfully as Verger and Acolyte Master over many years. On that same 
Sunday we saw some 120 children, vested with their backpacks, attending our an-
nual ‘Blessing of the Bookbags’ liturgy at 9:00 a.m. What do these two events have 
in common? They are all about building up and reminding us and our children and 
our children’s children that the church continues to have meaning and impact as it 
follows in the footsteps of Phillips Brooks and so many others who dare to build up 
the community of faith by making time, giving time, sharing time. 
 
As we take down the scaffolding from the church, as we cease the building up done 
this past while by literally adding stones and brick, let us recommit ourselves to be-
ing some of those living stones that will have a lasting difference long after those 
other stones crumble. 
 
Dare to set yourself into this growing wall of faith. Make your next effort to help 
straighten a wall or connect some of the stones that have been disconnected from 
the greater wall. I watch many of you do it week by week. And I am forever grateful 
for each and every act of including, caring and modeling. Whatever your effort, just 
know how much it makes a difference in a world of brokenness and isolation. Yes, 
slowly the temple of God is being built. Well done.
