Diet can play role in keeping
memory healthy as we age

id you know that Alzheimer’s Disease strikes almost 1 of

4 persons in the 75-year-old bracket, and about 1 of 2 at
85? This is a huge health care issue nationally and the treatment
and prevention programs have been very limited. Here’s some
heartening news.

Recent studies show that drinking fruit or vegetable juice three
or more times a week dramatically the incidence of Alzheimert’s.
The FDA has approved a widely prescribed medication, donepe-
zil, for treatment of all stages of AD. Keeping blood pressure at
normal levels is very helpful and there is some indication that
blood pressure medications seem to protect individuals from
memory and cognitive declines. Other preventative measures
include no smoking, limited alcohol use and regular exercise.

Mental stimulation and physical activity play a large role in
helping everyone grow older Gracefully. Guess what — church
membership and volunteerism are major ingredients in this ap-
proach. Get involved — it’s healthy!

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Trinity Foundation course

to be offered Wednesdays

B eginning on Wednesday, January 23 Grace Church will
begin the first course of the Trinity Foundation for
Christianity and Culture series. The TFCC courses were started
at Holy Trinity Church in London by Bishop Michael Marshall
and the Reverend Nadim Nassar. Grace was the first American
church to pilot the TFCC course two years ago. The goal of
TFCC is to help Christians grow “deeper in faith and wider in
perspective.”

The first course is “Citigens of Two Kingdoms: Life in the Global
Village.” It examines how Christians should respond to the chal-
lenges and opportunities of living in a culturally and religiously
diverse society, the effects of globalization and the resulting rise
of fundamentalism.

The class will be taught by Dr. Lester Pittman and the Rever-
end Donald McPhail, and will last seven sessions, from January
23 through March 12 (skipping Ash Wednesday, February 6).
The class will be on Wednesday evenings from 7:00-8:00 p.m. in
the Meadowcroft Room.

D ecember 30, 2007, was
a Fifth Sunday, and that

means Episcopal Relief and De-
velopment (ERD) Sunday! This
time the focus is on the second of
the Millennium Development
Goals: to “Achieve Universal Pri-
mary Education for Children.”
The target of Goal Two is to en-
sure that all boys and gitls com-
plete a full course of primary
schooling.

For example, Episcopal Relief
and Development is providing op-
portunities for children in Zambia
who have been orphaned by HIV/
AIDS to attend school. Over
750,000 Zambian children are or-
phans, with the number estimated
to reach more than 1 million in the
next ten years.

If left alone without a support
network, these children often drop
out of school because they have to
work to support themselves and
their siblings. A gift of $75 will
provide tuition, books, uniforms
and other school suppplies to or-
phaned children who must other-
wise fend for themselves.
