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From the Rector 
Whether in deepest darkest night or in one of life’s 

cold and lonely places; whether in a safe and abiding 
dwelling or in that special warm and glowing place: 
GOD IS AND GOD SHALL EVER BE. Ever pre-
sent, ever ours. 

After all, we spent time in the wilderness not to 
find the best ways to escape from its control but 
rather to see in the desert a place where God can be 
encountered and made present in our lives. Whatever 
we name that desert, God is present as strength and 
shield. 

And we spend time in Holy Week meeting those 
destructive forces called betrayal, suffering and death. 
This we do not to learn the way to simply free our-
selves from such troubling places, but to again meet 
the power and presence of a God who promises not 
only refuge from the storm but the reason to keep 
moving, and yes, even to find meaning amid that 
storm. 

Where do you call home this day? Are you still in 
the desert? Guess what? Jesus never left. 

Are you simply at home in the complicated battles 
of everyday life? Christ is as present to you today as 
he was at the home of Mary, Martha and Lazarus in 
Bethany. 

Is grief the name of your present dwelling place? 
Then come to the Easter garden. I know, cemeteries 
are the last places you go to when you want to escape 
grief. But remember, Easter’s victory reminds us that 
we don’t need to escape any more. Christ has con-
quered all; that’s what we proclaim at the end of our 
Lenten journey. There’s no place we need to run 
away from anymore.   

While Easter proclaims that Christ has been raised, 
his is not the only life transformed. You see, as Christ 
reinterprets life and death, as he brings meaning to 
both desert and garden, lives of chaos and order, 

sickness and death, so too we can rename and rein-
terpret our broken lives. For Christ transforms by 
first embracing the life he has been given to live. He 
heals by first acknowledging the sickness and disease 
surrounding him. Christ conquers death by first ex-
periencing its deepest darknesses. 

Let me share with you a parable of resurrection.  
It involves a small boy of about 7 who was stricken 

with a fatal and fast-growing cancer. He had been 
treated with every sort of therapy known to science. 
Nothing further could be done. 

Perhaps they could administer one more dose of an 
experimental drug but who were they fooling? There 
was no hope of recovery. And the side effects from 
such drugs could only complicate the progression of 
the disease. 

So the family and the medical team got together in 
the boy’s hospital room for a final meeting about his 
treatment. They had tried almost everything, what 
could they possibly do now? Finally, the boy spoke 
up in a clear, crisp voice, 

‘What I really want is to do is go home and learn 
how to ride my bicycle.’ 

The bike had been a Christmas present. It had 
training wheels. But before he could gain confidence 
riding it without the training wheels the cancer caught 
up with him and he was sent to hospital. Learning to 
ride the bicycle was the last thought the doctors or 
his parents would have considered. It just didn’t seem 
possible. The boy was already physically weakened, 
why encourage him to do something that clearly 
would not be possible for very long even if he suc-
ceeded in riding it without the training wheels.  

But this boy insisted and the resistance of the doc-
tors and his parents melted away under the hopeful 
assurances of his clear brown eyes. So home they 
went. 

Not more than a half an hour after they had re-
turned home they were out in the yard, the boy insist-
ing that his father remove the training wheels and let 
him have a try. 

Obediently, if anxiously, his father got his wrench 
and took off the training wheels to let him go. To 
everyone’s surprise, after a couple of false starts and 
just one tumble the boy was able to steer the bike, 
somewhat erratically to be sure. ‘And now’, he said, 
with mounting confidence in his voice,’ Now I want 
to ride it by myself all the way around the block.’ 

Before anyone could stop him, he was off up the 
street and around the corner out of sight. There were 
a few minutes of suspense as the parents, his brother 
and little sister waited for him to appear at the other 
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after supper. 
However, attendance at the suppers and programs 

has declined in recent years. The opportunities for 
fellowship, worship, education and engagement are 
there, but a successful program also takes the ongoing 
support of people showing up to eat, visit and enjoy 
the programs.  

Grace needs to know: How can we make Wednes-
day nights work for more people? What should our 
Wednesdays look like when the schedule begins again 
next September? Should we be investigating other 
days, times, or types of gatherings? 

Vestry member Mary B. Wilson has convened a 
special ad hoc committee to talk with parishioners 
and gather information to make a recommendation 
about the future of Wednesday Nights at Grace. Each 
committee member is going to talk to a number of 
people from different  ages, stages and constituencies 
in the parish – those who come on Wednesday 
nights, as well as those who don’t – hoping to get 
feedback on open-ended questions like: 

If you’re not coming on Wednesdays, why  not? 
How could we make Wednesday more accessible, 

interesting or appealing? 
Is the food that’s served too much, too little, or just 

right? Does the menu suit your needs and tastes? 
What about the price? 

What sorts of programs would be most interesting 
for you? For your family? 

Committee members hope to pass around some 
informal printed surveys this spring in addition to 

having conversations with parishioners. Don’t be shy! 
Please call, email or speak to any of these committee 
members with your ideas about the future of 
Wednesday Nights at Grace. Thanks in advance for 
your thoughts and opinions as we prepare to plan 
next fall’s programming.

end of the block. And after what seemed an eternity, 
there he was headed for home with a gigantic smile 
on his face and with an expression of triumph in his 
eyes. 

When the excitement settled down the boy retired 
to his bedroom and asked if he could be left alone 
with his little sister. He had his father bring in the 
shiny blue bike into his bedroom. It sat in the corner, 
a gleaming symbol of life. Then the boy turned to his 
little sister and said, ‘I won’t be needing the bicycle 
anymore. I want you to have it for your birthday. I 
hope you enjoy it as much as I did!’ 

In the midst of death, there is life. Surrounded by 
life’s darkest moments there is the gift of a new light. 
Where death appears to have won, resurrection has 
the last word. It will be all right. The meaning can be 
found in today’s gift of life. 

We too can make it through life’s darkest valleys in 
hope of the light and life that leads us all our days. 
Yes, darkness and death are real but their reality is no 

more real than the cold dark winter. That is, their re-
ality is but the prelude to new light and renewed life 
brought by the one who died the death so that we 
could live the life with him for ever.  

And so to choose to live Christ’s risen life is to 
choose to live the life we’ve been given today to live 
and within that life to discover the fullness of life that 
God calls us into. This we do knowing that we have a 
constant companion on the journey. 

One who makes holy and redeemable every step of 
the path, every stumble along the road, every hurt 
encountered on the way and yes, every death we dare 
to die. 

And so, Easter’s gift is the gift that brings meaning 
to our today. There is an old Hebrew proverb that 
says, ‘When people plan, God laughs!’ Who knows 
what tomorrow will bring? Easter is about today. 
Easter’s gift is now. Worry not about tomorrow. 
Choose rather to accept the gift that walks with you 
every day. Alleluia!

Wednesdays 
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I am sad to say that this is my last Words of Grace 
article.  I am extremely excited about Rob Done-
hue’s acceptance of the position of Director Youth 
and Young Adult Ministries.  I look forward to get-
ting updates from Rob. It took me some time to 
know what I wanted to write about for this last 
piece, but that ambiguity was merely momentary. As 
you know, I am moving to New York City shortly. I 
have never lived in a town larger than Knoxville, and 
most certainly never lived outside of the South. In 
this process of discernment, one of my challenges 
was selecting a seminary. Many of you have ex-
pressed your assumption that I would attend my 
alma mater and return to Sewanee for seminary. The 
mountain was most certainly attractive. And it is 
from this part of my journey that I would like to 
share some insights. 

Sometime in November, I travelled to NYC to 
visit the seminary. I had only been to New York 
twice before. After the official tours, worship, and 
meal, I decided I should meet a friend to talk about 
the town. So I set off on a journey. Now many can 
ask: Did you have a map, or did you ask for direc-
tions? And while those questions are pertinent, they 
need not have answers for this story. Needless to 
say, I became a bit lost. Not “a bit” – I walked clear 
across the island. And in this time of stress, I broke 
down and said, “Forget NYC, I will go back to Se-
wanee.” I was shocked by my own statement. How 
could I let this minor inconvenience make such a 
drastic decision? At that moment, I understood 
something. 

Think of your earliest fear. For most of us, that 
would be a fear of the dark. We have not always 
been the dominant species on Earth, and there were 
creatures that hunted us in the dark. And so we have 
developed a natural fear of the unknown. It is the 
unknown that drives humans to the terrible atroci-
ties we are so capable of. We have persecuted, en-
slaved, oppressed, subjugated, murdered, and used 
Christ’s name to attack those who are unfamiliar. 
And this is part of our past, a part of our present, 
but hopefully not our future. 

When I was a Religion teacher in Knoxville, I 
would ask my 6th graders, “What did the Burning 

Bush say to Moses?” hoping to hear some response 
on setting His people free. But mostly they would 
recall the first words: “Do not be afraid.”  In fact, 
the most common phrase an angel or God speaks to 
a person in the Bible is “Do not be afraid”.   

I had realized that while frustrated with my inabil-
ity to find my way, and being lost, I allowed my fear 
of that unknown to make me want to return to the 
familiar place I had known. 

My brothers and sisters, Fear is not a Christian 
virtue. We are plagued by fear. Fear that something 
will happen to our children, fear that something will 
happen to our health, our money, our family – fear, 
fear, fear.   Yet, look at our Biblical examples, fear 
did not keep Abram from travelling to a far-off land, 
fear did not keep Joseph from keeping Mary as his 
wife, fear did not keep Christ from the cross, and 
fear did not keep the women from the tomb on 
Easter morn. 

I have been so overwhelmingly blessed by my 
Grace family. And I will continue to keep you in my 
prayers. There are dreadful times on the horizon. I 
do not know what will become of this old Diocese, 
but I am strengthened by our history. You may have 
read this in the most recent copy of “Carolina 
Grace”. In the article entitled, “One Lord, One 
Faith”, we read of Bishop Guerry’s boldness, pro-
claiming in the early 20th century the need for a 
black bishop in this diocese. We are in need of that 
boldness again. My Grace family, you are so very 
strong. You stand in a world that does not agree, 
and yet you continue to invite all to the table.  In 
these times that can try us, I implore you to be bold, 
to stand firm in the Faith. If we give in to the fear 
that the world hurls at us, then we have lost. If we 
do not plant the seeds that must be planted because 
we are afraid of what will grow, then we have lost. If 
we allow Christ to be compromised, then we do 
Him no honor. 

My friends, thank you. Thank you for showing me 
the light of Christ.  If we walk with Christ then there 
is no darkness. If we walk with Christ then there can 
be no fear. Continue on the path. Continue to hold 
Christ’s light high. Be the city on the hill for all those 
lost in a valley of darkness. I have faith and hope in 
you and in your ability to continue in the teachings 
of the apostles and in the breaking of bread. Do not 
fear, for the Lord is with us.
