When school is 
out, the children must stay quiet and out of trouble 
while she rests for work. She knows this is too much 
to ask of four siblings! They need to have fun at 

camp and be able to make lots of 
noise!  
Ken (12) and David (5) live with mom 
in a rough neighborhood. Mom works 
full time and fears that the boys will get 
into trouble if Ken has to babysit 

David all day. They can’t hang out in their neighbor-
hood because it is not safe. Mom needs to know that 
her children are in good hands while she works to 
make ends meet. 

Alan has been has been bounced from relative to 
relative for almost two years now. He currently lives 
with an older couple and there are no other children 
in the home. The couple would like to be able to 
provide Alan with summer camp this year but are 
unable to afford the cost. Alan has no friends in his 
new neighborhood and the couple believes this 
would be a good way for him to interact with other 
children his age and enjoy his summer.  

Mom is now a single mother due to domestic vio-
lence. She is raising her children without any finan-
cial assistance from her spouse. After finding a new 
apartment, changing schools and buying new school 
uniforms, Mom has no money left for camp fees. 
She has no other options for Derick(7), Nila (8) and 
Karen (10) while she is working.

unveiling of a portrait of the Reverend J. 
Wilmer Gresham, Fourth Rector of Grace 
Church from 1900-1902.

Gresham’s health gave way, and he was 
advised to seek a drier climate if he 
planned to recover. Eventually he became 
Dean of Grace Cathedral in San Francisco. He was 
succeeded at Grace Church Charleston by the Rever-
end William Way. 

This newest painting was created by award-
winning British portrait artist Johanna Spinks. A for-
mer top Holly wood makeup artist who applied her 
skills to stars of shows like Beverly Hills 90210 and 
other celebrity faces, she later devoted herself full-
time to her love of classical portraiture. She is a 

member of The Portrait Society of 
America, Oil Painters of America, Allied 

Artists of America, Artists Fellowship 
Inc., The Portrait Society of Atlanta, and 
The American Academy of Women Art-
ists.  
“Painting a portrait is so much more than 
capturing a likeness. It is about a very deli-
cate and sympathetic rendering of that 
person’s essence and spirit for posterity 
and for future generations to see. And for 
me, that is where the real thrill and chal-
lenge comes in artistically. No one wants 
to see a dull portrait, however well it is 
painted. There are plenty of those on mu-

seum walls already. That special something that 
brings tears to the client’s eyes has to be there or you 
haven’t done your job as a portrait artist. I want peo-
ple to say ‘Wow, you really captured the person... and 
it’s also a great painting.’ Then I know it is a job well 
done.”

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What Exactly is Stephen Ministry? 
Stephen Ministry is a ministry at Grace in which 

trained and supervised laypersons, called Stephen Minis-
ters, provide one-to-one Christian care to individuals fac-
ing life challenges or difficulties. 

 

Who is Involved? 
Stephen Leaders are the ones who oversee 

and direct our Stephen Ministry. They recruit, 
select, train, organize, and supervise our 
Stephen Ministers. Through our clergy people 
in need of care are identified and prayerfully 
matched with a Stephen Minister. We have 2 
active and 4 semi-active Stephen Leaders. The 
active leaders are Ann Smith and Pam Ueber-
roth. Sue Duckworth, Catherine Boykin, Bev-
erly Gumb and Ann Cotton, semi-active lead-
ers, are available to the other leaders for coun-
sel and support. 

 

Stephen Ministers are the caregivers. They have been 
through 50 hours of training in Christian care giving. 
Their training covered specialized areas such as the art of 
listening, assertiveness, setting boundaries, ministering to 
people experiencing divorce, hospitalization, crises of 
pregnancy and childbirth, and losses. The latter encom-
passes the grieving process when any loss occurs that is a 
life-altering event. A total of 65 Grace parishioners have 
been trained as Stephen Ministers and many come out of 
retirement when they are needed. 

 

Care Receivers are the recipients of Stephen Minis-
ters’ care. They are people from our church or commu-
nity who are experiencing divorce, grief, loss of a job, 
loneliness, hospitalization, terminal illness, or any of an 
endless number of other life difficulties. Stephen Minis-
ters usually meet with their care receivers once a week 
for about an hour for as long as the Care Receiver will 
benefit by the relationship. 

 
Are Stephen Ministers Counselors? 
No. Stephen Ministers are not counselors; they are 

trained lay caregivers. Their role is a ministry of pres-
ence – to listen and care and walk with the Care Receiver 
during a difficult period – not to give advice or counsel. 
Stephen Ministers are also trained to recognize when a 
Care Receiver’s need exceeds what they can provide. 
When this happens, they call in our clergy for direction. 

 

 
 

Confidentiality – Can I Trust a Stephen Minister? 
Trust is essential to a caring relationship and Stephen 

Ministers are people you can trust. Confidentiality is one 
of the most important principles of Stephen Ministry. 
What a Care Receiver tells his or her Stephen Minister is 
kept in strictest confidence. The Stephen Minister does 
not divulge the name of their Care Receiver without the 

Care Receiver’s permission. 
 

Why the Name Stephen? 
The name Stephen comes from St. Stephen, 
who was the first lay person commissioned by 
the apostles to provide caring ministry to those in 
need as recorded in Acts 6. 
 

What’s the Clergy’s Role? 
The clergy will always be the primary caregiv-
ers, but there is no way they can meet all the 

needs for care. God has called all of us, not just the 
clergy, to minister to one another. Stephen Ministry mul-
tiplies ministry by turning the clergy into equippers, so 
they can enable lay people to provide caring ministry as 
well. 

 

How Can Someone Receive Care from a Stephen 
Minister? 

Pam Thompson-Ueberroth is our Stephen Leader who 
coordinates referrals. If you or someone you know could 
benefit from the care of a Stephen Minister, you can talk 
to her, to one of our priests, or to any of our other 
Stephen Leaders. Any of our Stephen Ministers would 
also be happy to help you through the process. (If you 
want to talk about Stephen Ministry for someone else, 
make sure you get his or her permission first.) 

 

How Much Does It Cost? 
Stephen Ministry is a care-giving ministry available to 

our members and community free of charge. 
 

How Can Someone Become a Stephen Minister? 
Begin by talking to one of our Stephen Leaders or 

Stephen Ministers and they can tell you more. We usually 
train a new class of Stephen Ministers once a year, and 
we plan to begin our next training class in September 
2010. If you are interested, an application will be sent to 
you and an interview will be scheduled. Stephen Minis-
ters make a minimum of a two-year commitment to train 
and serve. 

 

Stephen Minister service areas include Christian 
care giving, Barnabas Group and Wednesday night 
prayer desk. 

Answers to questions about Stephen Ministry 
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H ave you ever noticed how living behind the shroud of 
death can sometimes seem easier than living fully a 

new life? 
Restoration is risky. Ceilings can cave in. Scaffolding can 

come crashing down. New life is not always easy. Vacuity over 
plenitude may seem safe. Emptiness can be preferable to 
change. Emptiness can be preferable to sight. Resurrection re-
orders everything. 

Have you ever noticed that one of the most difficult periods 
during any type of major illness is the recovery period? That 
time when, even if only for a while, one emerges from the 
deep and dark well of the ill to re-enter the land of the living? 
Everything is fragile. Any protective covering has been cast 
off, even if only for a while. 

The lobby of the Hollings Cancer Institute at the Medical 
University boasts a bronze sculpture created on commission 
by South Carolina sculptor Grainger McKoy.* In contemplat-
ing what to create, McKoy’s imagination was sparked by the 
variety of difficulties facing patients in any sort of recovery. 

“What does a carved duck say to a chemotherapy patient 

with no hair, or a child who might have months to live?” 
McKoy wondered. What entered the sculptor’s mind was the 
wing of a duck, reaching eight feet in height, and positioned in 
the upward motion of the recovery stroke. McKoy explains his 
sculpture, titled “Recovery Stroke:” 

“The recovery stroke is the weakest part of flight, but also 
the most graceful and elegant. There’s no power in the recov-
ery stroke, but that wing must be elevated in order for the 
power stroke – the lift-producing downward push – to fol-
low.” 

Resurrection invites us to dare to live – even in the midst of 
death. 

May we elevate the wings of our own hearts, thus becoming 
defenseless – taking on the same stance of our Lord Christ – 
when he longed to gather Jerusalem together as a mother hen 
gathers her chicks. 

The recovery stroke is also an embracing stroke. 
Do we dare to receive and embody the new life offered to 

us?
