Thank you for your very ——
generous support on the fifth Sunday in January which netted
more than $15,000 that was all directed for relief work in Haiti

, following the earthquake. Our funds have helped the Diocese of

Haiti support more than 25,000 survivors in 23 temporary
camps. We will continue working there for many years.

Since that time, ERD has been called on to help the victims of
the huge earthquake in Chile, a mid-April cyclone in India and
Bangladesh, and a 7.1-magnitude earthquake in the Qinghai
Province of China which killed more than 2,000 people. In the
United States, a late-winter ice storm and blizzard affected
14,000 people mostly on two Indian reservations. There are sev-
eral Episcopal congregations on those two reservations, so both
the Diocese of North Dakota and the Diocese of South Dakota
asked for ERD’s assistance. Finally, early May brought severe
storms and flooding throughout Tennessee and surrounding
states. The Diocese of Tennessee (Nashville) was especially hard
hit, so ERD’s Disaster Relief Fund has provided help there also.

Our contributions this time will be directed toward that Disas-
ter Relief Fund to help with these disasters, as well as any others
that may arise in the future. Your continued generosity is greatly
appreciated.

The following are excerpts from the artists’ statements about their work.
“Fear Not” by Catherine Dick

The sculpture that I have conceived formed from ideas I gathered
from the vibrant colors and amorphous forms gifted by the setting
sun over the rippling water here in Charleston. As I experienced daily
a series of really brilliant sunsets, I listened to the poignant lessons
that the immaculately ordered sky and water had to bestow. I needed
to know how to glorify the Lord enough, give enough thanks, to
speak of the grandness and peace offered in an instant of unparalleled
beauty. ... The natural sequence and rhythms of the water, light and
sky seem to soothe our fear and pain by offering a glimpse of endless-
ness and eternity, prompting us to see broader realities and truths. I
wanted to suggest these organic colors and forms with poured and
dyed wax floating in clear polyester resin. The colorful shapes also
speak of a child-like playfulness.

I planned the sculpture in a shape to suggest a door, while func-
tioning as a bench. The bench would provide a place of rest and res-
pite, a place to be unmoving enough to appreciate the day, the mo-
ment, the environment. ... The bench would feature panels that would
suggest the inset panels on a wooden interior door. I am interested in
a door as evocative of a point of entering, an invitation to come into a
space that offers transformation and newness. Layers of wax ranging
from deep earth tones to lighter and brighter colors on subsequent
layers, implying a movement from darkness to light. I believe coming
to church is a journey of movement, a trip made in order to come to
new places and new understandings. Opening a door is the simple so-
lution to accessing areas of growth and change.

The following is an excerpt from an artist’s statement about this work.

First and foremost, this sculpture is a reflection of my spirituality
and my many questions concerning life and God. The face is looking
toward the sky, but is also looking for God. I believe that, whether we
are religious or not, every person has questions about life and death
and so we can all relate, in some form, to the concept I have created. 1
believe it also is a testament to my appreciation for simplistic, ambigu-
ous human sculpture.
