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‘Charectors’ of Grace: Memories from Bachman Smith

he Reverend Benjamin Bosworth

Smith served as the 8t Rector of
Grace Episcopal Church from September
1977 to January 1991.

Ben was the Chaplain to the Alabama
Medical Center at Birmingham when he
accepted the call from Grace. The Search
Committee, chaired by Tom Tisdale, had
sent the late Dr. Dick Gadsden and me to
Birmingham to meet with the Reverend
Martin Tilson, who was on our short list
to interview. Reverend Tilson was a very
tall man, about 6’ 6”, who was quick to tell us that
Grace could not afford him, but he knew a wonder-
ful priest who was at the Medical Center in Birming-
ham, Ben Smith. Ben and his wife, Barbara, came to
Chatleston to meet with the search committee and
the Vestry and all went well. Several months later
Ben and Barbara moved to Chatrleston.

As I look back over the time of Ben’s ministry at
Grace, his passion for outreach stands out in my
mind. He and Bert Keller were credited with being
the founders of Hospice in the Charleston area. At
the insistence of Ben, the first office was located in
Croft Hall for five years. Harriet Lent served as the
first Executive Director, and agreed to work without
pay, unless she could raise the money. It took her
one month, and Hospice of Charleston was off and
running,.

It was not until somewhat later that Grace got into
the inner-city ministry mode. Fr. Sam Fleming, rec-
tor of the Church of the Holy Communion, which
had a dramatic history of social service, urged the
other Chatrleston Clergy to notice the street people
in downtown Chatrleston. Finally, St. Philip’s adver-

tised and opened a soup kitchen as a trial
run, and after two days, announced that it
had failed. Ben talked with his wardens,
and with Dan Beaman, and he realized
Grace had an ideal building for such an
undertaking. Two doors could be locked
and isolate all of the activities from the

J kitchen and Hanahan Hall. No risk of
burglary or vandalism, and the availability
to the big public rooms and a couple of
restrooms upstairs were a plus. A group
from Grace met with a group of represen-
tatives of other parishes, and decided to invite them
to join us for a soup kitchen at Grace Church — each
congregation taking charge for its own day. The Ves-
try reluctantly went along, with a couple of highly
vocal objectors. But for five years, in lovely Hanahan
Hall, an average of some 250 street people per day
were fed a nourishing lunch on weekdays. It was a
brand new thrust at an outreach ministry for
Charleston churches. And among the supporters
were people ready and willing to roll up their sleeves
and work very hard for the benefit of people less
fortunate than themselves — all because of the deter-
mination of Ben.

Ben’s ministry at Grace also had some light mo-
ments. The bazaar auction that “sold” a box turtle for
$17, when no one knew what was in the shoe box;
or the Sunday that the acolyte vomited in the sanctu-
ary, and he was removed from the Church to
Hanahan Hall for some fresh air, without Ben being
aware of it.

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Grace Reaches Out: A monthly report on outreach

wo parishioners, whom you may know well,

are a testament to the wonderful mosaic of
outreach work that Grace is involved with in the
Charleston community. One is a man with 30 years
of teaching experience and the other is a woman of
singular musical talent. Can you name these two peo-
ple? They are Carl Milford and Char Stricklin.

Carl and Char have been volunteer English as a
Second Language (ESL) tutors at the Outreach
Learning Center located at St. Matthew’s Lutheran
Church on King Street. They, along with Hayden
Shook, Program Manager, used rigorous pronuncia-
tion and speaking practice, grammar exercises, prac-
tice dialogs, and interviews to help students improve
their English.

These Grace members worked with 11 other vol-
unteers from the community and taught 75 students
from 28 different countries!

Highlights of the year included creating posters to
boost environmental awareness; writing descriptive
essays on the beauty of the Lowcountry; studying the
first five amendments to the U.S. Constitution and
how they relate to students’ lives; reading short sto-
ries by American authors; and learning about
Charleston in a unit especially designed for ESL stu-
dents.

In the Chatleston unit, students learn nicknames
and geographical features of the Holy City, and im-
portant people associated with Charleston’s role in
the Revolutionary and Civil Wars. This knowledge
helps students not only with their English and with

understanding place names, but it also benefits those
who plan to take the U.S. Citizenship exam.

Lastly, in addition to teaching people to speak
English, we also have native English speakers learn-
ing how to teach ESL in hopes of making some as-
pect of it their career. The program’s ESL intern
used her experience teaching ESL to begin a career
as an ESL teacher in Chile. Another taught ESL for
two months to explore teaching adults as a variation
to a traditional teaching career. Another used her ex-
perience to get her job with Harvard University’s
World Teach Program. Lastly, a recent College of
Charleston graduate will use his experience this sum-
mer in our ESL conversation classes, to prepare for
the U.S. Peace Corps.

As you may imagine, it is interesting and exciting
to work in such a beehive of activity with people
from all over the world learning English, tutors
teaching English, and still others learning to teach.
You are invited to join us and learn more about the
ESL Program and the wonderful international stu-
dents we serve.

The Outreach Learning Center is a resource for
the city of Charleston and surrounding area and of-
fers: an after-school tutoring program during the
school year, a summer reading program for inner-
city children, a food pantry, G.E.D. classes, basic
computer and English as a Second Language classes.

hange certainly is afoot at Grace! Over the

past few weeks, we have seen the scaffolding
come down — both inside and out. There is yet some
work to do, but the overall feeling is that the long
project is nearing an end. As some have commented,
we are slowly but surely “getting our church back.”
And what a welcome return it is! I know I have very
much enjoyed seeing the Grace Church steeple re-
join Charleston’s majestic skyline.

The removal of the scaffolding behind the organ
must be greatly appreciated by the organists, choris-
ters, and acolytes alike, and I’d be willing to bet that
our custodial staff are more than happy not to have
to collect and cover the kneelers with plastic after
Sunday worship anymore! As of June 16, the
Wednesday night Eucharist is being held in the
church, and I hope that in the not too distant future,
we will have baptisms at the restored font near the
doors of the church (I have always been keen on the
symbolism of baptism being one’s official entrance to
the church!).

As all these changes take place, I have found my-
self drawn to a project that, while it pales in com-
parison with everything else that is going on, I hope
will be seen as a positive change in the physical land-
scape of the church. The EYC has a bulletin board
located in the church atrium, and almost as soon as I
started work, I began thinking of what to do with it.
It is currently very much a work in progress, but
once it is finished, I think it will be a great means of
communicating what EYC is and what sort of things
we do.

On it, people will be able to see pictures of events
the EYC has been involved in, news about upcom-
ing events, notices about opportunities for commu-
nity service, and encouragement for anyone who
wants to get involved with the youth program at
Grace. The main idea behind the bulletin board is
the hope that it will serve as an invitation to Come
and See what we are all about. At its heart, EYC
(Every Youth Connected) is about community; a
place where ‘the Christ in me meets the Christ in
you’ and we celebrate the joy of being together.

In John’s gospel, we read that when Philip tells
Nathanael about Jesus, Nathanael is somewhat skep-
tical upon hearing what Philip has to say. Rather

than try to convince him with words, however,
Philip’s response to Nathanael is, “Come and see.”
No proof-texts from scripture, no arguments about
who the Messiah is supposed to be, no sense that
Philip wants Nathanael to be converted simply by
word of mouth. Just a simple invitation to come and
see for himself what Jesus is doing. Experience is the
key.

As Grace returns to “normal” and we move for-
ward to what lies ahead, I hope that everyone will
stop by the EYC bulletin board in the atrium and
take a look. I trust that what you find there will be
an accurate representation of how the youth in our
community are helping us all grow in our under-
standing of what it means to be a parish family. And
I hope that it will encourage everyone to Come and
See what we are doing; whether it be a youth com-
ing to EYC for the first time, adults volunteering to
help out with the youth program, or young children
getting excited about being able to participate in the
future. The invitation will be there: Come and Seel!

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Summer reading brings many rewards for children

Summertime brings one thing to mind, and that is
reading. This summer, we have started a reading ini-
tiative at Grace for the children. But on second
thought, why not have everyone at Grace join the
initiative? As Jim Trelease stated in an article on
summer reading, “Our goal here is to raise a lifetime
reader, not an English teacher. The great national
shortage is not in the latter but in lifetime readers.
Every lifetime reader I’'ve ever known grew up read-
ing everything (including junk) during lazy sum-
mers.”

I have been a huge advocate of reading ever since
reading Jim Trelease’s Read Alond Handbook when it
was given to me as a baby shower gift. I wish I could
still keep up reading everything my children read; in-
stead I just keep researching everything they read,
and what they should read next.

The time spent reading with children from birth is
very rewarding for both the adult and child. The long
-term result is fabulous auditory and reading compre-
hension, wide vocabulary, and a special time spent
with your child reading and discussing stories. Listen-
ing to books in the car is also a valuable tool that the
kids will love. This fall, the Children’s Ministries de-
partment will spend time on character development.

Finding good books for
children to enjoy in the
summer can help them
become lifetime read-
ers. Grace’s Children’s
Ministries can help with
book recommenda-
tions.

We will see what moral values are taught through
stories both Biblically and through the world of chil-
dren’s literature. We will reference lots of old favor-
ites along with using the stories in The Moral Compass
and The Book of Virtues by William Bennett. Another
good source is a reference guide Books that Build Char-
acter by William Kilpatrick.

Encourage your children to turn in their reading lists to
Julie Walters this summer. They will be rewatrded for
their efforts. In closing I will leave you with this quote,

this unique ministry of care giving. In
John’s Gospel, Jesus says to his listeners:
“A new commandment I give to you, that
you love one another.” This is our great-
est call and one that can become very de-
manding when we look after those we
love at home. Due to dementia and Alz-
heimer’s disease, caring can become a de-
bilitating experience in itself.

The second purpose was to introduce
caregivers to each other. Often this role
becomes isolating. We don’t often know
others who are caregivers. This was an
opportunity to build a community of sup-
port and trust.

Everyone left that day knowing a little
more of the value of their ministry and
knowing a little better those who also are
care givers. The predictions and statistics
are quite staggering. Due to the costs of
care, more and more are going to rely on
the support of their family. The prospects
of suffering from a debilitating illness or
disease are increasing because medicine
and science have successfully prolonged

life. The fastest growing age group in the
nation is the 85-year-olds, and yet the
prospects are that 1 out of 2 will suffer
from mental decline. We need to learn
more about how to support and care for
this demographic.

As part of a developing intentional
ministry for and with seniors, the care-
giver group will begin meeting on a
monthly basis in August. Programs that
are educational and supportive are being
planned by a leadership group for the
coming fall and winter seasons.

Three conclusions came out of our
luncheon. First, continued meetings are
important. Second, there will be two
groups to welcome participants: those
caring for parents and those caring for
spouses. Finally, information about senior
topics is needed. In that regard, a packet
of information about Veterans Admini-
stration benefits is now available. Please
call the Reverend Paul Gilbert for a copy.
