Spam filters 
pose a challenge

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Listener’s reactions vital in Sacred Listening  

This is the third in a series of articles on the topic of Sacred 
Listening. Part 4 will appear in the October edition. 

 

W hen engaged in listening, be aware of your 
own reactions. Try to free your mind so 

that what you hear can be received without judg-
ment, criticism or response. Your time 
to reply comes at the end of the 
speaker’s conversation. Wait until 
there is silence; do not interrupt. Try 
to manifest total acceptance. You may 
approve or disapprove of what you 
hear; it may be troubling, confusing, 
exciting, provocative, challenging, criti-
cal, passionate, but let it be. Let the air 
absorb the voice of the speaker; allow 
it to flow towards you. Do not begin 
to formulate a reply. That can come 
later. Be patient. Remain relaxed but signal interest; 
this is an active relationship. As listener, your oppor-
tunity to respond will come after the speaker is com-
pletely finished. Imagine the power and the dignity 
of helping someone express themselves fully, accu-
rately and without compromise. They get to hear 
themselves speaking all that they want to say without 
judgment, condemnation or fear. You are helping 
them to release themselves into full being. It is a gift 
you are giving. 

Position is more than a physical place, but being 
comfortable is very important. Body language will 
help show you if the situation is right. When some-
one is all twisted up and uncomfortable it is a signal 
that preparations are necessary for a meaningful con-
versation. Ask if the time is right, do they want to 
talk for a few minutes. This is helpful if the encoun-
ter is unexpected. Then prepare for the conversation 
by arranging the furniture, lighting, and deferring 
other commitments so the time can be yours alone. 
Some couples assign a time and place each day for 
the deeper form of communication, so those ar-
rangements have been already agreed upon. Remem-
ber you are not posing as a guru or therapist, but 
only as an interested and compassionate listener, one 
who can help in some small way to open a door to 

understanding. 
Awareness is instrumental in facilitating meaning-

ful conversation. The listener must be aware of his 
or her own feelings, reactions, attitudes and thoughts 
while paying attention. Good eye contact, a relaxed 
body position and responsive and encouraging facial 
expressions communicate interest and commitment 
to listening. Occasionally if you are having a hard 

time following the speaker’s train of 
thought, or you are confused, it’s all 
right to ask for clarification, explana-
tion or definition. If you can’t make 
any sense of what you’re hearing, then 
a response admitting this is much bet-
ter than just drifting on without being 
able to understand. Most people ap-
preciate help in expressing their 
thoughts and feelings if it is done ob-
jectively. Use phrases that are non-
judgmental and functional. “I’m hav-

ing a hard time following what you are saying” is 
much better than “you’re confusing me.” “If I un-
derstand you correctly you are saying thus and so” 
rather than “you’re not making sense” helps clarify 
the thought process of the one speaking. 

At the conclusion of the speaker’s conversation, 
summarizing what you heard will help in your re-
sponding accurately. Try to identify the speaker’s 
central or major point, issue or question. Ask if you 
are right about it, then your response will be more 
helpful. Remember, most people identify the kind of 
decision or help they want as they are speaking. The 
listener’s role can be to simply repeat what is being 
heard and rephrase their conclusion, insight, or ques-
tion. Then you can go on and talk further about it. 

In a trusting relationship, your response with your 
own thoughts and feelings is usually all right. Take 
responsibility by using “I” statements. “I think” or 
“I feel: are not confrontational or judgmental but 
honor yourself as well. If there is tension, postpon-
ing your own response might be a good idea. “I’d 
like to think about this for a while” or “may I speak 
with you later about this” doesn’t mean you are re-
jecting the speaker, and allows you some time to 
process your own reactions and develop a response.

There’s a ‘wheel’ difference 
between church bell types 
E ach Sunday between the 9:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. services, 

you can enjoy a type of church bell ringing called “change 
ringing.” It was developed by the English in the seventeenth 
century, and involves rotating the bells a full 360 degrees using a 
system of ropes and wheels. 

Do these bells differ from other church bells  Yes. The art and science 
of change ringing is a way of ringing very large bells hung in bell 
towers on wooden wheels. Each bell is attached to a side wheel 
that has a long rope coiled around its circumference, pulled by a 
single ringer. The bells are mounted on stout frames that allow 
them to swing through a full 360 degree arc. 

What are the other church bells I hear around the city ? Many 
churches have big bells. They differ in the way the sound is 
achieved: 

• Stationary bells are struck mechanically by a hammer using a 
button, switch or keyboard 

• Carillons involve many bells (23+) connected by wires to a 
console from which a single person can command the entire 
instrument and ring tunes 

• Pre-recorded church peals 
• Chiming bells, swung through a short arc by means of a rope 

and lever (not a wheel) 
How many towers are hung for change ringing ? There are more than 

5,000 of these types of towers in England. However, there are 
very few outside of the United Kingdom. There are only 42 in 
North America – and we have four of them right here in 
Charleston!

Foyer Groups: Getting to know your Grace family 
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would pose a risk to the 160-year-old church build-
ing. Further studies showed the cracks and structural 
problems in the tower and clerestory walls to be 
more serious than originally expected, and the effort 
to find a solution has become known as “Saving 
Grace.” 

Anyone who has been through a major repair or 
renovation at home can identify with what Grace’s 
Building Committee has been experiencing. Before 
you begin a job, you have qualified people look at 
the problem and recommend the best solution. But 
once you open up the walls, ceilings or floors and see 
the full extent of the problem, you often are forced 
to decide whether the solution you planned will 
work, or whether there’s a better way to do it. 

This summer, after the scaffolding went up and 
workers could pull away the plaster and lath and dig 
out the area around the footings of the tower, they 
got a good look at the condition of the structure. 
What they saw led our Building Committee, engi-
neer, architect and contractors to pause and review 
what the best long-term solution will be to stabilize 
the tower and keep it from continuing to lean onto 
the church walls. 

Problems with the tower are considered the most 
serious threat to the stability of the church building. 
Phase I was designed to address only the tower. The 
initial plan for Phase I was to drill through the tower 
and install a series of large rods, held in place with 
injected mortar, that would strengthen and stabilize 
the entire structure. However, after getting a look at 
how shallow the footings are going under the tower 
into the earth below, engineers have concluded that a 
new foundation needs to be placed under the tower 
to prevent further leaning. 

That raised an immediate concern: how to pay for 
it? Grace Church has borrowed $3.7 million, to be 
repaid from the Saving Grace capital campaign, but 
that money was already committed to the Phase I 
work, which did not include a foundation. 

While the team evaluated all this new information, 
Bovis Lend Lease, the contractor, put out a call 
through its worldwide network of experts and sub-
contractors to see what options might be available 
for a better and less expensive solution. This effort 

helped Grace find a less expensive way to address 
the foundation problem. The committee has deter-
mined we can use a process called “jet grouting” to 
create a foundation under the tower, saving about 
$800,000 off the original estimate for installing a new 
foundation, according to Building Committee Chair-
man Randal Robinson. 

Despite the savings, the need to install a founda-
tion will raise the overall price of Phase I well be-
yond the $3.7 million Grace has borrowed to pay for 
it. The final estimates for the tower repair and foun-
dation work, plus the cost of restoring the interior 
finishes to their pre-construction condition, are ex-
pected to be reported to Grace’s Vestry in Septem-
ber. 

At the same time, the feasibility study for the capi-
tal campaign to pay for Saving Grace is nearing com-
pletion. The Vestry planned to meet with the fund-
raising consultant in late August. The major focus of 
the study is determining how much money a capital 
campaign can be expected to generate. 

One question that many people may have is, “Why 
hasn’t the fund-raising started already?” We are for-
tunate that Grace’s members have indicated they un-
derstand the seriousness of the building problem and 
want to address them. But the wardens and vestry 
don’t want to bring a request for pledges before the 
parish until they can give authoritative information 
about exactly what the project will do, and how 
much it will cost. That information should be in 
hand within the next few weeks.  

In spite of the pause in construction, some impor-
tant work is continuing, such as off-site repairs to the 
stained glass Entrance Window, and the creation of 
plexiglass panels to temporarily replace that window, 
so more natural light can get into the narthex of the 
church. 

The cost of using the scaffolding continues daily, 
even when it is not in use, so Bovis Lend Lease and 
the Building Committee are working to get the pro-
ject back under way as quickly as possible. Bovis has 
worked diligently with Grace to keep costs down 
during the pause in construction work, reassigning 
an administrative worker and a site superintendent to 
other projects temporarily.

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Fall sessions to prepare adults for Confirmation 

“I signed up for e-delivery, 
so why am I still getting this in the mail?” 
(Answer on page 16.) 

“Now when the apostles at Jerusalem heard that Samaria 
had accepted the word of God, they sent Peter and John to them. 
The two went down and prayed for them that they might receive 
the Holy Spirit (for as yet the Spirit had not come upon any of 
them; they had only been baptized in the name of the Lord Je-
sus). Then Peter and John laid their hands on them, and they 
received the Holy Spirit.” (Acts 8.14-17) 

 

Confirmation is one of the seven sacraments of the 
Church, “outward and visible signs of inward and 
spiritual grace, given by Christ as sure and certain 
means by which we receive that grace” (Book of Com-
mon Prayer, page 857). At Confirmation, the bishop 
lays his hands on our head and anoints us. These out-
ward and visible signs strengthen the gift of the Holy 
Spirit we received at our Baptism for the work of min-
istry. In a way, Confirmation is the sacramental com-
pletion of our Baptism, as we express a mature com-
mitment to Christ. 

This fall, our Confirmation instruction is designed to 
prepare adults for a lifelong pilgrimage of faith in 
Christ Jesus. We warmly welcome individuals who 

have not been confirmed. We also welcome persons 
who are new or not so new (i.e., with no or little ex-
perience) to the Church, individuals who have not 
been baptized, and people from other denominations 
who would like to be a part of the Episcopal Church. 
In addition, we welcome more seasoned parishioners 
who feel a call to experience a deepening of their faith.  

Our program of instruction is designed to model 
spiritual growth. We will meet on Saturday September 
22, October 20, and November 10, from 9:00 a.m. to 
12:00 noon in the library, adjacent to the Meadowcroft 
Room on the second floor. We will provide child care 
on these Saturdays. Confirmation by the Bishop of 
South Carolina will take place on Wednesday, Novem-
ber 14 at 5:30 p.m. It is our prayer that persons to be 
confirmed or received, and those reaffirming their 
faith, will actively participate in the richness of our Fall 
Sunday Morning Adult Forum and the exciting 
Wednesday Nights at Grace series. As the three Satur-
day sessions are at the heart of this process, we will 
offer individualized instruction by appointment 
for those confirmands who are unable to attend all 
three conversations.
