Getting involved with Grace’s
Needlepoint kneeler project

Imost 150 of our kneelers are now covered with hand

worked needlepoint (see the kneeler of the month on this
page)....But there are still more than 400 to go! With our kneeler
project well under way, it is clear that we must maintain a bal-
ance between on the one hand the numbers of willing workers
who are dedicating time and skill to working on the kneelers,
and on the other hand the funds available to finance the project
— the cost of materials and upholstery for each kneeler is $125.

There are undoubtedly many of you who, while unable to

work on a kneeler yourself, would like to be associated with the
project by sponsoring one or more kneelers as a token of your
involvement, perhaps as a memorial or tribute to a family mem-
ber or friend. We have a number of canvases ready to stitch; or
if there is a particular window in the church you would like to
have us copy onto a canvas, we will be happy to paint it “to or-
der.” If you would like to stitch it yourself that’s wonderful, but
we can also find a stitcher to complete the work. The finished
kneeler will have a permanent plaque recording the name of the
donor, to whom dedicated, and the person by whom it was
stitched.

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Active Pastoral Care a reminder of God’s presence

At Grace Church, Pastoral Care provides a
broad system of encounter, encouragement
and active support for Grace members — and not
infrequently, others beyond the Grace family. We
seek to be reminders of God’s
presence and love to those in
need of spiritual support and
encouragement. The system
involves over a hundred peo-
ple — obviously many more
lay members than clergy or
staff.

The Active Pastoral Care
team has two broad areas of
participation — those who in-
teract directly with the mem-
ber and those whose ministry
is indirect.

Direct contact ranges from
notes or cards of encourage-
ment or concern, phone calls
or visits from parishioners,
meals delivered in times of
need, or rides to appoint-
ments or shopping. Respite
care for care-givers is available
as well.

If the need is more setious,
a Stephen Minister can pro-
vide consistent contact, a
trained listening ear. and a
supportive arm for those hav-
ing a hard time — whether ad-
justments to bereavement,
loss of a job, loss of personal mobility and independ-
ence, or in a wide range of situations that stress most
of us at one time or another in our lifetime.

Not a few Grace members are facing life-
threatening diseases — including cancer, HIV, and
severe depression to name only a few. The Barnabas
Group provides direct encouragement and support
for those who attend the bi-weekly meetings — and

The only limitation of our Active Pastoral
Care system is the lack of information.
We cannot respond if we do not know.

While we try to keep track of everyone
who may be especially vulnerable, inevi-
tably we will not know about someone’s
iliness, surgery or other emergency
unless you call to tell us.

Please do not be afraid that your call
will be redundant— we’d rather have
three calls to alert us to a situation than
none. You can call the office (723-
4575) night or day to report a need or
be in touch with the on-call clergy.

for those who cannot attend — by prayer and open,
safe sharing of individual circumstances. This circle
of care provides a strong center for spiritual support
and healing.

Each Wednesday at the 5:30 Eucharist, Laying on
of Hands for Healing is offered at the Prayer Desk.
You may come to request prayers for yourself or an-
other; a clergy person and a
Stephen Minister will pray
with you.

Clergy provide most of the
acute pastoral care. Clergy
also refer members to other
parts of the Active Pastoral
Care system and to outside
professionals when appropri-
ate. We have instituted a “fail-
safe” after-hours telephone
system so pastoral concerns
will reach a member of the
clergy staff within a half hour
of your call to the church —
especially on nights or week-
ends when the office is not
open.

Indirect pastoral ministry is
primarily consistent daily
prayer for parishioners and
friends who have spiritual
needs. Three prayer chains are
active in Grace Church. In
addition to these “organized”
caregivers, we must not forget
to mention every member who
regularly prays for a Grace
friend, stops by, provides a
ride, fixes a meal or keeps in
contact.

All these efforts, direct or indirect, organized or
individual, are acts of mercy and spiritual support. In
fact, it is this infinite web of spiritual connection that
creates the active pastoral bond and strength of
Grace Church. I pray you will consider yourself a
part of the Active Pastoral Care team— we need you,
as we all need each other.

Relief group sending
aid and resources to

California fire victims

E piscopal Relief and Development is provid-

ing emergency assistance to communities
affected by wildfires in Southern California. Al-
most 1 million people have been forced to evacu-
ate their homes, the largest evacuation in Califor-
nia history. Experts fear that the number could
increase. In hundreds of square miles, Santa Ana
winds, 90-degree temperatures and record low
rainfalls have made the fires extremely difficult to
control, and many hundreds of homes have been
destroyed or damaged.

Episcopal Relief and Development is working
with the Diocese of San Diego to assist with shel-
ter and provide psychosocial support for those
whose lives are challenged by the trauma and dis-
placement from the fires.

Locally, ERD is sending the Reverend Rob
Dewey, a Grace member and head of the Coastal
Crisis Chaplaincy, to the Diocese of San Diego to
lead a Pastoral Crisis Intervention course for clergy
there.

While many people have been able to seek tem-
porary refuge with family and friends, others, in-
cluding people who are homeless, low-income and
elderly, are in need of immediate assistance such as
tfood, water, and blankets. Several congregations
have already opened their doors to offer shelter.
Once the fires are contained, these same people
will require assistance in rebuilding their lives and
finding new homes.

Founded in 1850 as a orphanage, York Place is
now a recognized facility for treating young people
ages 6-16 who have significant psychiatric illness
and impairment. For these young people, the treat-
ment can be a life-changing experience.

Many individuals, parishes and organizations give
support to York Place, from monetary gifts, to
sending residents to Camp Kanuga, to having an
on-site Vacation Bible School, to helping with the
home’s Summer Olympics, and providing new
school clothes for “Operation Back to School.”

Each year, Grace’s Thanksgiving Day offering is
designated for York Place.

A group
will leave the morning after Christmas and return
New Year’s Eve. The cost is covered by the Out-
reach Committee at Grace, but is only $20 per day
for room and board.

L earning at a young age is often done
while playing.

thing they do together with their class-
mates teaches children appropriate social
skills.

In addition, lots of what children learn at Little
School happens during Circle Time. Whether two
years old or five years old, all classes begin the day
with a Circle Time that includes the Lord’s Prayer
and the Pledge of Allegiance. We also talk about the
day of the week, the month, the season, and the
weather. While this may be a lot for a little one, they
catch on quickly, and many parents are surprised to
hear their little one reciting the Lord’s Prayer before
dinner or at bed time! Furthermore, we are always

working to increase focus. While a 2-year-
old may only be able to pay attention for a
few minutes, a 5-year-old may be ex-
pected to stay in Circle Time or work on a
project for 30 minutes. Many classes have
c,‘s more than one Circle Time a day. Often

&2 we have a Circle Time first thing in the
morning and then another at the end of
the day. And we might be back in circle
yet another time for the day’s lesson- whether it be a
shape or a color, a letter or a number, a book we are
reading, or maybe even show and share.

There is little that happens at Little School that we
do not learn from. This time of year is special be-
cause we celebrate the changing seasons and holi-
days. We love Halloween at school, but Thanksgiv-
ing and Christmas are special too. Mark your calen-
dar for the Christmas pageant Wednesday, Decem-
ber 19 in the church.

Pamphlets offer advice on dealing with friends’ grief

I n October, a family member of mine was diag-
nosed with inoperable lung cancer, and I re-
ceived a note from my former bridge-partner and
friend, Nancy, telling me that her husband had died
recently. I write this in tribute to her (I have
changed the names to protect their privacy).

Nancy’s husband Bill lived with Alzheimer’s dis-
ease for a number of years. She was forced to take
the car keys after he got lost. As his disease pro-
gressed, she finally gave up trying to bring him to
church. The few hours of bridge once a week in the
afternoon while Bill was sleeping became just about
Nancy’s only outlet. Finally, they moved to North
Carolina so she could have family support with Bill’s
care.

In her note, Nancy wrote that without the support
of the Daughters of the King during Bill’s last year
and death, she would not have made it. The funeral
was held in a lovely little mountain Episcopal

Church in North Carolina. A young man sang
“Yellow Rose of Texas” at the request of Bill’s chil-
dren because he always hummed it when he was
happy. Remembering Nancy and Bill made me
happy, too, and I found myself humming the song

particularly if we are new at facing death. Pamphlets
about grief and sorrow can be found on the tract
racks.

As age catches up with us, we all get a little for-
getful. Here are some ways to improve your
memory courtesy of the Harvard Medical School
Adpvisor.
1. Choose the same place to always return your per-
sonal items such as keys to the car, glasses, medi-
cations and other things you can’t live without.

2. Utilize a calendar to note your appointments and
other deadline issues. Place it on the wall in a lo-
cation you frequent in your home. After devel-
oping the habit of adding this kind of informa-
tion, checking it daily will be easy.

3. Organize your financial, medical, and personal
information in one place and mark it. Tell your
family what you’ve done.

4. When going out, locate your destination on a
map; take it with you if needed. Visualizing
your trip will make it easier and eliminate hasty
and dangerous decisions while driving.

5.Make a record of how to do certain things such
as operate your digital camera or other com-
plex operations — emailing on the computer,
for instance. It’s all right to make up these
kinds of lists — many people rely on them.

0. Try crossword puzzles and other mind-
stretching projects. Study a foreign language,
memorize poetry, try drawing or learn to play a
musical instrument. These activities will all
grow brain cells!

7. Attend to your health: get regular check ups
and plenty of sleep. If it’s difficult to sleep, tell
your doctor about it.

8. Attend church regularly: You get calisthenics,
auditory stimulation, great relationship connec-
tions, and hugs — a vital ingredient to well being.

I n October, pledge envelopes
were mailed to all Grace
households. If you have not yet
turned in your envelope, please
do so now. Planning already is in
progress for the church’s 2008
operating budget. Having your
pledge gives our vestry and wat-
dens a clearer picture of our fi-
nances for next year.
