he winter months carry with them some seri-

ous implications. The holiday times serve as
reminders of days gone by, people loved and lost
and the sometimes discomforting message of the
passage of time. With the reduction of daylight
hours, depression is a familiar visitor. Here are some
ideas for beating back those feelings and adding
vigor to your days.

Try doing some exercises. For instance, sit in a
comfortable position and consciously relax your
muscles. Begin at the top of your head and invite all
the tension to flow from the head through the body
and out your feet. Visualize this happening and
spend about 10 minutes allowing yourself to experi-
ence complete relaxation.

Purchase a new house plant and bring it into your
home.

Try some color change. Repaint a room, refresh
colors of furnishings and accessories.

ors for energizing. We respond to color in deep
ways.

Increase exposure to sunlight. In northern cli-
mates, the invention of a light that simulates actual
sunlight was found to help elevate mood and restore
a sense of well being. In Chatleston, we have the real
thing.

Walk when you can. We can start a walking club
that meets weekly. If you’re interested let me know.
Practice deep breathing. That helps put more oxygen
in the blood stream, which is a good thing. Devote
30 minutes a day to increased movement and activ-
ity. You’ll feel more alert, sleep better and have in-
creased mental acuity.

Have a massage. This increases body awareness
and helps improve circulation and muscle tone.

Change your routine. Try something new. Learn a
language. Play an instrument. Make new friends. En-
joy life, laugh when you can, it’s therapeutic. Give of
yourself, make a new commitment. Join a new
group. Volunteer at Grace in a new area. Above all,
give yourself permission to have fun.
