The wise men, Caspar, Mel-
chior, and Balthasar, were mem-
bers of a religious hierarchy that
were scholars. They practiced as-
trology and interpretation of
dreams. It is considered that
these men were to be representa-
tives of all the people of the earth
bringing fits of gold, frankin-
cense, and myrrh.

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Epiphany: It’s our turn to share the light

I assume that to most of us, the fact that it is the
year 2009 is a bit of a shock. How can time fly
pass so quickly? We get caught in our daily, weekly,
and monthly grinds going from football season to
basketball season, with soccer around us constantly. In
the majority of America, January 6 passes without
notice, unless the BCS championship game falls on
that night. But we, as Episcopalians, begin a new time
in our calendar on that day.

The feast of Epiphany has given us some of our
beloved traditions: the baking of a “King Cake”
historically has its roots in the celebration of Epiphany
and my favorite play by Shakespeare was written for
Queen Elizabeth’s festivities on “T'welfth Night”, also
the title of his play. Even the song “Twelve Days of
Christmas” is a standard of days gone by with the
celebration of those twelve days between Christmas
and Epiphany. But it is this holiday, the Feast of
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Epiphany, which carries so much weight.

Yes, Christmas is important, but if we did not
understand what happened that day, would it be as
important? It is Epiphany where we celebrate the
realization of the manifestation of God as human. It is
during this season that we are illuminated by that “ahh-
haah” moment in time. The most rewarding time in
my line of work is when you see that light come on in
a kid’s eyes — when they come to realize the truth or
meaning behind whatever it is that you are discussing,
and now they understand. We need to look back at our
“ahh-haah” moments, to think back to those moments
of understanding, realization, and joy. Think about that
moment you knew you would marry your spouse, or
the time that you found out you would be a parent.
When was that moment when you first knew that God
loved you unconditionally? We are blessed to have
those moments. In this season of Epiphany, it is now
our turn to illuminate. Share our blessings, bring light
to those in darkness, and shatre the news of Christ. It is
now our turn to help others to see God not only in
Christ Jesus, but also in ourselves.
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
