Processions begin
in the Garden
starting Feb. 10

S ervice participants who form part
of the Procession for Sunday morn-
ing worship are being asked to line up in
a new location beginning February 10, the
first Sunday in Lent.

All lectors, intercessors, chalice bearers
and acolytes are asked to meet the clergy
and vergers in the Garden of Remem-
brance at least 5 minutes before the ser-
vice begins. (In inclement weather, meet
in Hanahan Hall.) Everyone will get in-
structions about where to line up in the
Procession, and then move into the
church together.

This change is being made to help pre-
vent some of the crowding and confusion
in the narthex that has resulted during
our Saving Grace construction. Thank
you, and see you in the Garden on Febru-
ary 10!

Parking safety alert!

G race’s parking lot is a busy place, and that’s a good
thing.

Vehicles parked in spots that aren’t designated parking
spaces(along the fences near Croft Hall, for example) are creat-
ing difficulties for other motorists trying to pass through, as
well as for children and parents coming and going from Little
School.

Jewish center offers lunchtime series
he Jewish Studies Center at the College of Charleston,
our neighbor at the corner of Glebe and Wentworth

Streets, is again offering a Brown Bag Lunch series on Wednes-

days in February and March.

“In and Out of the Shtetl Jewish Life in Eastern Europe”
will be offered February 13 and March 12 from 12:30-1:30 p.m.
in the center’s Arnold Hall. Coffee, soft drinks, and desserts are
provided; bring your own lunch.

Concepts of Jewish life in Eastern Europe have been domi-
nated by the image in the musical Fiddler on the Roof. But this
popular and appealing view of the shtetl as the paradigm of
East European Jewish life is largely a creation of 19th-century
Yiddish writers and 20th-century American Jewish nostalgia.
The series will examine actual life in an East European shtetl
and then survey the rich Jewish culture created outside the
shtetl in the large urban centers where most Jews lived in the
decades before the Holocaust.

The facilitator is Joshua Shanes, now in his second year as
the college’s first full-time professor of Jewish Studies. He spe-
cializes in modern European history.
