he youth have been thwarted in their attempts

to do some simple star gazing during all of our
EYC nights in January. I do not have any musical
anecdotes here. It has just rained each Sunday. But
this sometimes sudden requirement to shift our

plans is not always a terrible problem. This has QCH

allowed us to be more spontaneous and have &
the youth make more decisions about our eve- &
nings together. In this New Year, and this sea- g
son of Epiphany, the EYC has made a more
concerted effort to have God at the forefront of2
what we do. The most evident way this is seen %

in the shift to having our Evening Prayer service "Gy,

as the first item on the agenda. I am happy to
say that during January we completely filled our
Chapel space more than once.

Although we have not been able to go out and
look to the heavens thus far at EYC, I have been
blessed by the illumination the youth provide. Mid-
dle and High School students can feel marginalized.
As a society, we deem them not fully developed, not
whole; even in our Church there is a division be-
tween those confirmed and those not. Yet, at EYC
and in our other gatherings, I see a large swath of
ages gathering together, sharing a meal, and creating
a home. In one my first lessons with our youth, I
spoke about the translation of the Greek for church,
“ekklesia,” really meaning the gathering, not the
building. Our Youth gather and make this place a
church and a home. The interactions I have with
them are my mystical star during this time of Epiph-
any. We as a church are blessed to have the youth we
have. They serve as acolytes, lectors, pages at our
Annual Meeting, in our choirs, and in a multitude of

other roles. I appreciate what they do and am blessed
to be part of their lives.

As we move towards the season of Lent, a time of
preparation, I believe we need to prepare. Recall that
call from the wilderness, “Prepare the way for the
LORD.” As we near the end of the season of Epiph-
any, it is time to think of our Lenten disciplines. I
have found that one approach is, instead of giving
something up during this time, deciding instead to

take on a new responsibility. This is the angle

0'23% that the youth will be discussing this Lent. We

will look at how we can begin to fulfill that
part of our confession when we say, “those
things left undone.” I urge you to consider
where you can let your light shine before others
and by doing so, allow your flame to be fed and
grow.

When
we return, I hope all will join us on Shrove Tuesday,
February 24, for our Pancake Supper.

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Seven spiritual practices
help when you’re giving care

Gracefully Aging
The Reverend Paul Gilbert

I\/I ore than 50 percent of us who are over the age 50 are
caregivers. It’s a demanding role and one which receives
little thanks much of the time. Here are some ways to help any
care provider keep going in a very challenging role. These in-
sights come from a summary provided by Abby Press Publications.

Be a person of prayer. Begin you day with a prayer of
thanksgiving and dedication to the tasks ahead. This can gener-
ate your enthusiasm for your daily life and work.

Don’t let busyness crowd out your prayer. Take the time dur-
ing the day to allow prayer to come into your mind and heart.
Even a simple thanksgiving is all you might need. Prayer con-
nects us to the source of all wisdom and patience. Let our hearts
and minds be refreshed by God’s presence in that form.

Observe a sabbath day of rest. Give yourself time off for
physical, spiritual and mental renewal. You have to claim it, and
then use it. Time off is restorative. Arrange for relief while you
allow rest to refresh you for the times of challenge.

Laughter is beneficial. A good laugh, a real belly laugh, is
extremely therapeutic. Release your “tightness” of worry and
obligation with humor. Proverbs 17:22 says “A cheerful heart is
a good medicine, but a downcast spirit dries up the bones.”

Practice Meditation. Taking even 15 minutes to invite si-
lence and center yourself has many benefits. Quieting the mind
is a process of relaxing and letting go. During the silence, don’t
respond to everything that comes flooding into your mind, just
let it pass.

Use affirmations. There’s nothing wrong with talking to
yourself (at least sometimes). Short positive statements are your
coach to get you through tough times. Effective affirmations
include statements such as: I am peaceful, I am capable, I am
grateful, this is the day that God has made — I will rejoice and be

lad.
¢ The Serenity Prayer. “God grant me the serenity to accept
the things I cannot change, the courage to change the things I
can and the wisdom to know the difference.” There are few
prayers as powerful as this. Seeing things for what they really are
and making a decision about acceptance and change is important
to your spiritual health.

Love yourself. God gave you everything you need to live a
wholesome and graceful life. You are not inadequate, indifferent
or unskilled. Be patient with yourself, give when you can, receive
when something is offered and allow the day to take care of it-
self. The love which God has given you can be passed on to
those around you. Share that gift. And remember, you are the
one who can use these insights. Make that decision and see how
much sunnier the world becomes.

become a vital part of our parish life. We hope that both she and
we shall be changed in the process; as we all seek to continue to
grow into the full stature of Christ. And you cannot grow with-
out changing and remaining open to the God who calls us not
trom history but always out of our present place and life. God
doesn’t meet Moses in the burning bush and then say ‘Moses,
get to some holy place at such a time and my word will come to
you’. No, it is here...it is now...this is holy ground... and now
God is calling us into this new beginning....

‘Behold, I make all things new’. In these words the Book of
Revelation reminds us of our Lord’s promise and delight in a
‘new’ creation. You and I must decide whether we want to grow
into that new species which Christ is calling us to become or
whether we’d be more content hunting for fossils!

No fossils here. We should know. We’ve been tearing up this
building from top to bottom for some 2 years. What sustains us
in the midst of this necessary work is that we know we are not
about walls. We are about wells! We are about wells and living
water. But that water to remain living must move and flow and
its channels must change and adapt.

But change brings with it all the usual fears.

I am reminded of the story of the new priest arriving in her
parish and being greeted by the elderly warden with these few
terse words, “You do realize that the only thing that changes
around here is you!’

And then there is another popular expression,” Don’t throw
the baby out with the bathwater!’

Not to worry. We have wells and we are grounded in sacred
story, in holy tradition and in the present experience of God’s
faithful people in this place. No, we won’t throw the baby out
with the bathwater but we do realize it is a good thing to change
that bathwater regularly.

Callie, your arrival is a great gift to this community. You are
rooted in this community which is so important to our future
life and ministry. Your arrival encourages us to see in you the
gifts that God wishes to share with all His people. But it also en-
courages us to do what you’ve done, that is, to strive to discern
more completely our own ministries to which we have similarly
been called. Thank you for that and thank you for your willing-
ness to join with priests and people in this special place to love
and serve the Lord. Come and nurture and be nurtured. Come
and preach and learn from the faithful. Come and break bread
among us and be fed as you feed. Share the abundance that God
has so obviously poured upon you and receive back a hundred-
fold, shaken and pressed down from that very same abundance.
