Creative ways for 
sharing Lent with 
the whole family 

 
 
 
 
 

A s we are quickly moving through 
the 40 of days of Lent, I would like 

to offer some ideas that can be incorpo-
rated into family life. Some of these are 
very simple practices, all offered by 
Gertrud Nelson in her book To Dance 
With God. 

Families with small children can relay 
that Lent means spring, and children can 
illustrate their symbols of spring on a 
craft paper banner. Creating a mask is an-
other fun task. Make one side cheerful 
and the other sad with a message that 
Lent does not have to be gloomy because 
there is so much to look forward to.  
Other activities could be to make a simple 
cross out of twigs, or create a flower gar-
den and anticipate its growth. 

Families with older children sometime 
need to slow down.  Encourage a family 
meal time starting with a blessing. Per-
haps you can select a different blessing 
for each day of the week for a change. 
Read a book. Watch for the Light has some 
“hit home” reflections by many classic 
authors including Dietrich Bonhoeffer, 
John Donne, Meister Eckhart, and T.S. 
Eliot. Your preteens will be able to recog-
nize the authors. 

For everyone, take time to visit a 
neighbor, go for a walk or help out a 
friend, mend a quarrel. As Nelson points 
out, there are other ways to fast rather 
than with food. “Discuss with the family 
the ways we can fast, as from a prime 
weakness, impatience, unnecessary talk, 
specific vocabulary, disorder, fussiness, 
irksome habits, social whirls, overwork. 
What we give up can free us for a new, 
positive action: patience, listening to your 
spouse, or hearing what your children are 
trying to tell you in their inexperienced 
way.” 

“Fear Not!” parent discussion group 
offered Sundays starting March 8 
“F ear Not!” was the angel’s advice to Mary when he told 

her about her impending motherhood. Easy for him to 
say – parenting is an awesome responsibility, and it’s hard not to 
be afraid sometimes, and perhaps especially in these times. But 
we know fear isn’t a good basis for making plans and decisions.  

Parents are invited to spend four weeks (March 8-29) looking 
at selected chapters from The Blessing of a Skinned Knee by Wendy 
Mogel. This parenting book is subtitled “Using Jewish Teachings 
to Raise Self-reliant Children” and draws from Jewish teachings 
and traditions, but its straightforward approach has gained popu-
larity among many Christian parents too.  

The book covers a lot of territory, but a common theme is 
how we as parents can look to our faith in God for encourage-
ment and strength, and learn to see things that worry or scare us 
as opportunities for learning and growth. Copies have been or-
dered for the Gifts of Grace book shop, and can also be found at 
local book stores. The discussion group will be led by the Rever-
end Paul Gilbert and Holly Behre in the Meadowcroft Room. 

 

 
 

Comforting spiritual  
‘skinned knees’ 

P arents are often seduced by the myth that they 
can protect and provide for their children so 

that they never get hurt or want for anything. This 
fantasy seems all the more powerful when it comes to 
spiritual matters. 

Parents seem to think that enough prayer or atten-
tion or Sunday School will ensure that their children 
learn to always make the right and moral choice and 
never experience a moment of theological doubt. But 
we cannot prevent spiritual skinned knees any more 
than the physical ones. 

Our children will experience disappointment, doubt 
and their own dark nights of the soul. We cannot 
avert them. Nor is it helpful to pretend they don’t ex-
ist. What is loving and faithful is to hold our children 
when they hurt, listen to their disappointments, ac-
knowledge that pain and loss are very real and to as-
sure them of our love and God’s love. And to always 
remember that God never lets go of any of us.

Vestry holds retreat, 
brainstorms for 2009 
E very member of Grace’s newly constituted Ves-

try met for eight hours on Saturday, February 
21 for the annual retreat to talk about where the church 
has been and where it is headed. 

In the main brainstorming session, members sug-
gested the following goals and opportunities during the 
next several years: working towards finishing Saving 
Grace, evaluating our 
church office location, 
doing more to embrace 
the college community, 
creating a new outreach 
project, offering tutor-
ing, adding more parish 
events, building up the 
church’s endowment 
through planned giving, 
reinvigorating the laity’s 
involvement in pastoral 
care, finding new ways 
to reach out to tourists 
and other visitors, and 
more. 

The Rector explained 
to the new and old Ves-
try members how they 
were entering into the 
middle of Grace’s story. 

In the morning, 
Tommy Thornhill gave 
an overview of how the

evolved over Grace’s 165-year history. In the after-
noon, Cece Stricklin updated the Vestry on Saving 
Grace and the construction-related decisions that will 
need to be made soon. Rob Wendt, the People’s 
(Junior) Warden, gave an encouraging report on recent 
developments within the national church. Rector’s 
(Senior) Warden Jamie Kerr said he was excited about 
the Vestry’s energy and looked forward to a busy and 
rewarding year.

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D uring March, Grace will begin a 
Lenten exploration of 

eucharistic liturgies from different parts 
of the Anglican Communion at both 
our 9:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. Sunday 
services. 

Last year during Lent we explored the 
historic Books of Common Prayer 
beginning with the first English book of 
1549. This year we start again in 
England and make use of the most 
recent revised book of the Church of 
England, Common Worship, at our 
liturgies on March 1. 

On Lent II, March 8, we will build on 
that good beginning by using the text 
from the Anglican Church in Aotearoa, New 
Zealand and Polynesia: A New Zealand Prayer Book. 
On Lent III we will share the liturgical tradition of 
our brothers and sisters in the Dominican Republic 
by using their Spanish version of our own 1979 
Episcopal Book of Common Prayer. With Lent IV we 
move to a fourth continent as we celebrate the 
eucharist using An Anglican Prayer Book (1989) which 

hails from the Church of the Province 
of South Africa. On Lent V, March 29, 
we end the series a little closer to home 
with a Eucharistic celebration according 
to The Anglican Church of Canada’s 
1985 liturgical revision, The Book of 
Alternative Services. This book builds on 
the good work accomplished by the 
1979 Episcopal BCP and England’s 
1980 Alternative Services book. 
   Thanks to Scott Bennett who has 
arranged to have music from around the 
globe to add to our liturgies.  
   We remember that one of the reasons 
for exploring these liturgies during the 
holy season of Lent is to discover the 

great gift we have in being part of this great family of 
churches called the Anglican Communion. Let us 
remain open to hearing God’s voice through the 
prayers and praises of God’s people throughout the 
world. I invite you to allow these services to wash 
over you and in this season of prayer and penitence 
as you grow in your knowledge and love of God.
