Grace’s HALOS program 
helps children in foster care 
H ALOS  (Helping And Lending Outreach Support) is a 

program providing resources and services to abused and 
neglected children who are being assisted by the Charleston 
County Department of Social Services (DSS).  Grace and many 
other churches throughout the tri-county support HALOS.  
Two of the programs highlighted for the month of April are:  

 

♦ The “Sleep Tight” project: When children are taken from 
their homes, a safe place to sleep becomes an essential 
item. Many times, relatives are willing to take children into 
their homes rather than have them go to foster care, but 
there must be a separate bed for the child. Not having this 
extra bed may be the only thing that keeps a relative from 
being able to provide for the child. We can help. 

♦ Summer camp: Donations and camp scholarships allow 
children to attend summer camp programs that provide 
safe care throughout the summer and special opportuni-
ties to promote learning and a healthy environment.

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Thriving outreach effort looks to challenges ahead 
O utreach programs are thriving at Grace. As 

the new head of the Outreach Advisory Com-
mittee, I want us to continue to provide opportuni-
ties for as many people as possible to participate in 
what has become, under the leadership of Ann Stir-
ling and her committee, a vital and thriving outreach 
organization.   

In addition to the Tea Room, which distributed 
grants to 20 different projects last year and might be 
thought of as the quintessence of outreach, the Out-
reach Advisory Committee funded 16 projects, 
bringing the total to 36 organizations receiving sup-
port from our parish. These efforts span the globe 
from the Gulf Coast to Latin America to Africa and 
back to Charleston. These activities involve hun-
dreds of our members.   

 Perhaps a worthwhile goal would be to support 
40 organizations, one for each year Moses spent in 
the wilderness, one for each day rain fell on Noah’s 
ark, one for each day poor Jonah was required to 
preach in Nineveh, one for each day Jesus was 
tempted by the devil, and one for each day of 
Lent. After Jesus’ resurrection he also spent 40 days 
preparing his disciples for Pentecost.  Jesus’ com-

mand to Peter was “feed my lambs.” Outreach is not 
something we tack onto Christianity to make our-
selves feel better, it is obligatory not only to maintain 
the integrity of the Church but to keep ourselves 
spiritually healthy. 

 I recently visited the Crisis Ministries Shelter, 
where I found about a dozen of Grace Church 
Christians feeding the poorest of God’s children and 
having a wonderful time working together. I visited 
the Seafarer's Ministry, which offers assistance to 
hundreds of foreign sailors who, no doubt when 
they go home, will carry a message of the compas-
sion of Charleston Christians. If you want an instant 
outreach gratification, go aboard one of the con-
tainer ships and look at the broad grins of the sailors 
waiting to see you.
