Two members move  
toward diaconate 
O n the recommendation of the 

Commission on Ministry for the 
Diocese of South Carolina, and with 
the approval of Bishop Lawrence,    
Edward Dyckman and Lee Hershon 
were made postulants on April 8, 2008. 
They will begin their studies for the 
Vocational Diaconate in September. 
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A  group of more than 14 participants met for 
four weeks in late winter to consider the fol-

lowing topics as a way of discussing plans for our 
senior years. We ranged in age from some who were 
investigating retirement options to those who had 
retired some years ago. This is a summary of what 
we talked about and what we learned. 

The first subject was the social aspect 
of retirement. We all agreed that 
“dispersion” was a common experi-
ence. What we meant was that grow-
ing older in one place with children 
or parents in the picture is unusual. 
That means that we have to consider 
alternate plans to family care and in-
volvement. This mirrors what most 
of America faces. We agreed that 
there is a period of time when retirees 
are energetic and committed to part 
time employment and/or volunteerism. 
A second phase begins when health 
challenges become more complex and more support 
is needed. Our group was energetic and committed 
to an active lifestyle with many different combina-
tions of work and public service. 

Secondly, we talked with a guest, John Williams, 
about the financial requirements for successful re-
tirement. With the recent volatility of the investment 
markets there was much concern about outliving our 
resources. Longer life is a gift of modern medicine, 
but requires even more careful planning. Health care 
provisions beyond Medicare was a major topic. We 

talked about the necessity of long-term care insur-
ance and heard from those who had made those ar-
rangements. 

Our third topic was the health and medical issues 
of retirement. We all shared a general unease about 
the breadth and availability of services. We talked 
about the “Medicare myth” which says that all health 
care services are available at no or low cost. Custo-

dial care is not paid for and Medicaid eligibility is 
not really a practical solution for medical 
need. On a serious note, all agreed that a 

pain-free and peaceful death is our de-
sire, but were unsure if there is really 
any guarantee. Other matters in-
cluded discussing the legal docu-
ments needed to pass on one’s de-
sires when communication might be 
impossible. Forms for planning a fu-
neral and a medical directive were 

made available. 
Finally, we talked about the spiritual as-

pects of growing older by doing a Bible 
study based on Ecclesiastes 3:1-15. Read-
ing through the verses, we reflected on 

how we would “fill in the blanks” regarding each 
statement with events from our own lives. This was 
a powerful exercise and would benefit someone of 
any age by helping to identify God’s presence at the 
various junctures of life.  

As a conclusion, the group agreed that offering 
this chance to gather on a yearly basis would be a 
good idea and falls under the heading of good stew-
ardship of self and for others.  We plan to offer this 
opportunity again during the next year.

Grandparents  
have unique ways  
to share the faith 

H ow can you share your faith with 
grandchildren? Of course if your 

children are active members of a church, 
that makes it a little easier, but it’s still a 
challenge. In traditional societies, the eld-
ers pass on the values and stories of their 
ancestors to the younger generation. This 
usually includes stories about creation 
and the role of their tribe in the world.  

We have a wonderful story of how 
God entered the world to bring back the 
harmonious relationship between the 
Creator and the created through Christ. 
Telling that story in words doesn’t always 
catch the imagination of our younger 
grandchildren, but activities that show 
love and commitment do.  

It’s important to recognize an opportu-
nity that educators call “the teachable 
moment.” It’s when a child asks a ques-
tion, or an event happens that needs 
some explanation. Then it’s time to be 
gentle and patient and maybe ask a prob-
ing question. I remember asking my son, 
at about age 7, as we were driving 
through a particularly beautiful area, what 
he thought heaven was like. He re-
sponded with a touchingly beautiful de-
scription of golden streets, shining build-
ings and happy people. I was astounded 
and touched. To this day, I don’t know 
where he learned that, but I was grateful 
he had an inkling of what the imperish-
able Kingdom is like. 

So, grandparents, listen to your grand-
children. Tell the story when it seems 
right. Kids love to let you know what 
their imagination tells them. They’re all 
artists and poets when young; honor that. 
Then, model your faith and the com-
mandments quietly and they will learn 
from what you do, not just from what 
you say.

KANUGA REGISTRATION 
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I  spent the last three years as the Vestry liaison 
for the outreach effort at Grace. The experience 

was wonderful in the true sense of that word. But, I 
longed to do something more “hands on” after I ro-
tated off the Vestry. Michael (my husband) and I de-
cided to volunteer to help prepare breakfast with the 
Grace contingent at the Crisis Min-
istries Shelter on the once-a-month 
Fridays. I also volunteered with our 
son Ian, to pick up and deliver the 
food for that same meal on the day 
before, the third Thursday of the 
month. I had no idea what I was 
getting into, but I can tell you, 
God’s grace is at work at 5:00 a.m. 
at the Shelter. 

 Michael and I arrived before the 
crack of dawn. The kitchen is not 
high tech or fancy, but is efficient 
and clean. The “crew” came in bit 
by bit. It was clear that some of 
these folks had been doing this for 
years and knew exactly what 
needed to happen and when. There 
were clear job assumptions (such as 
Charley Gibbs and Al Schweick-
hardt, who proudly and ably han-
dled the pancake production.) I 
learned that after we delivered the 
food on Thursday afternoons, the 
Grace volunteers who serve our 
monthly dinners the night before, 
also crack all the eggs (something 
like 15 dozen!) and make the pan-
cake batter, so everything was ready 
to go into high gear. 

Michael and I were assigned the 
lowly and greasy task of slicing ba-
con strips and putting them on huge baking sheets. I 
had learned that Grace was given a standing ovation 
by the clients at the Shelter when we switched up 
from turkey bacon to real bacon. I promise, this was 
done for the clients and not for the preparers, as 
about 10 pounds of bacon makes your hands and 
the floor slippery and ensures your dog will get rhap-
sodic when you get home! 

On this our first morning, there were about ten of 
us, working as one. It was amazing and impressive. 
Everyone was willing to do whatever was necessary. 
Lester Pittman cooked the bacon and drained the 

grease (to put in the grits); Clare Pittman was the 
beverage queen. It was a well oiled (greased) ma-
chine. 

At about 6:00 a.m., the big window opens and 
there they are, the clients, ready to eat. I don’t know 
what I expected, but these fellows (we feed only the 

men from the main building; we 
send over food for the women and 
children) were polite and hungry. 
They also looked like our brothers, 
uncles, fathers, and sons. What a 
revelation. Truly, there but for the 
grace of God go we all. I wasn’t 
lucky enough to serve on the line. I 
took over pancake production at 
that point from Charley Gibbs; 
but, I could hear the servers asking 
who wanted extra or no grits, etc. 
There was lots of laughter and 
good cheer all around. 
And what a meal: cheese eggs, pan-
cakes, bacon (of course). grits, or-
ange juice, milk, coffee – all lov-
ingly prepared by an enthusiastic 
and fun group of volunteers who 
got out of bed at 4:00 a.m. or ear-
lier to work in a hot kitchen to do 
this. I was, and am, overwhelmed. 
As Becky Miller and Kay Fitkin 
told me, “it is addictive” – I have 
now gotten the habit and I hope 
not to break it, ever. I can’t wait 
until next month. 
 This was a blessing to not only the 
lucky folks who got to share and 
eat this repast, but to us who 
worked together so happily to pre-
pare it. I have only named a few, 

but there are so many who rotate in to help and who 
organize Grace’s turn at the Shelter for all our meals, 
including the crew that prepares and serves lunch on 
the first and occasional fifth Thursday of the month. 
I am thankful to God for all the turns and twists that 
eventually led Michael and me to join this crew, and 
I look forward to years of continuing to work with 
them. Everyone who works on Grace’s meals at the 
Shelter indeed reaches out for Jesus’ sake. Think 
about joining in.

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As the Diocesan Representative 
for Episcopal Relief and Develop-
ment, I attended ERD’s annual net-
work meeting in Minneapolis in 
mid-April. It is indeed a pleasure to 
spend three days with about 100 Episcopalians who 
are interested in furthering the work of ERD around 
the world.   

That work, of course, is helping people who suffer 
from hunger, poverty, sickness, or disasters.   

You should be aware that Grace Church is the 
Number 1 supporter of ERD in our diocese, but 
even we could do more. Your rector has introduced 
opportunities for us to support ERD once each 
quarter, when there is a fifth Sunday in the 
month. (The next ERD Sunday will be June 29.)  

Here are some items from the meeting that may 
be of interest to you:  

 

♦ ERD still is able to give 92 cents out of every do-
nated dollar directly to help people in need. Not 
many charities can match that efficiency.   

♦ This marked the concluding year of 
ERD’s Board of Directors being 
headed by Bishop Harry Bainbridge of 
Idaho. He is retiring later this year.   
♦ Soon, you will start seeing a new 

Much time and effort went into 
this decision, but it is felt that the new logo will 
help ERD get its message across to more peo-
ple. With the roll-out of a new, improved web-
site sometime in May, our communications with 
“people in the pews” should improve. 

♦ Most dioceses are taking the call to support the 
Millennium Development Goals very seriously.  

♦ The success stories are plentiful.  This year, we 
will be helping people in 42 countries, just as Je-
sus told us to do (Matthew 25: 35-40).
