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Do you know your church? The Altar Window

he altar’s stained glass

window deserves your
study. On a backdrop of the
Book of the Revelation of St.
John the Divine (the last book
of the Bible) are representa-
tions of four clergy performing
the principal sacraments of the
church.

From left to right, they are
Holy Matrimony, Holy Com-
munion, Baptism and Confir-
mation. This window was de-
signed by the Reverend Ralph
Sadler Meadowecroft, given by
Ed Croft (who also gave funds
for Croft Hall, west of the
church) , and was installed in
1952 as a memorial to Mr.
Croft’s family.

Originally, the faces of the four clergy were fig-
ments of the imagination of the artist. But around
1970, they were changed to photographic copies of
portraits. The Confirmation window shows Bishop
Christopher Edwards Gadsden, who consecrated
Grace Church in 1848. The others are images of
priests who served more than 25 years as Grace’s rec-
tor: The Reverend Chatrles Cotesworth Pinckney
(Baptism), the Reverend William Way (Holy Com-
munion) and Mr. Meadowcroft (Holy Matrimony).

From the book of Revelation, Christ in the center
is dressed in royal robes and comes to men and
women through the ministry of the church. In the
top lancet is the shofar, the ram’s horn of the syna-
gogue — “I heard a voice as a trumpet speaking with

me.” Then, the Alpha and
Omega, and three crowns rep-
resenting Sacrifice, the World,
and the Church. From Revela-
tion: “He sits upon a throne
which stands upon the earth —
for by him all things are made
and for his glory they were cre-
ated.” Then there are four
beasts described in Revelation
as appearing like a lion, a calf, a
man, and an eagle, each with
six wings. “Those beasts give
honour and thanks to Him that
sat on the throne, who liveth
for ever and ever.”
Surrounding Christ are seven
stars and seven golden candle-
sticks which symbolize the
seven churches and their an-
gels, and the seven spirits of God referred to in Reve-
lation. Under Christ are the words from Revelation:
“I am He that liveth.”

At the base of the panels of the four sacraments are
two rings joined by a cross, representing matrimony;
the chalice and wafer (communion), the shell
(baptism) and the Book of Common Prayer
(confirmation).

Mtr. Meadowcroft wrote, “This sermon in stained
glass asks, “‘Why do people come to church? And,
why Grace Church?’ To have fellowship with God
and to receive the grace of God — the powerful love
of God — through the Lord Christ.” One channel
through which we receive this gracious love of God is
through the ministry and services of the church.

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Vestry discusses bulldlng, stewardship issues

he Vestry met on April 21 and received an up-

date on Saving Grace, and the church soon is
expected to receive written reports from the architects
and engineers about the next steps they recommend.
The church then will be able to get an estimate of the
costs involved, and the Vestry soon may hold another
special meeting on the project.

The Vestry also had a discussion on stewardship and
how there will be a renewed effort to engage the entire
congregation with Saving Grace fundraising, encourag-
ing planned giving and annual giving. The church’s fi-
nancial report showed while the administration has
been successful in curbing expenditures, it has seen
payments toward pledges lagging behind this year, pos-
sibly because of the economy. This has caused the
church to tap into its line of credit, and unless things
change, more difficult decisions will lie ahead. The
Rector and Warden Jamie Kerr discussed this situation
with the congregation on Sunday, April 26.

The church will begin looking at networking oppor-
tunities in response to comments from parishioners
who have lost their jobs in the recent economic down-
turn.
