E very three seconds a child under the 
age of five dies. The majority of 

these deaths are easily preventable with 
clean water, sanitation, improved nutrition 
and medical treatment. The goal of Millen-
nium Development Goal 4 (MDG) is to 
reduce child mortality rates by two thirds 
among these young children. This month 
on June 29 Grace will have it’s “Fifth Sun-
day” collection for Episcopal Relief and 
Development (ERD) to help achieve 
MDG#4.  

Through a partnership with the Episco-
pal Diocese of Honduras, ERD is provid-
ing health education, treatment, disease 
prevention, and improved sanitation to 
save the lives of children in several rural 
communities.  

For example, Ramón, a farmer in west-
ern Honduras with a family of 15, barely 
earns enough money to feed his large fam-
ily, and clean water is hours of hard labor 
away in a river. His village has no latrines. 

His children often become sick and he 
worries constantly about his family’s 
health. ERD has recently begun imple-
menting a comprehensive sanitation and 
health project in Ramón’s village in con-
junction with the Diocese of Honduras. 
Soon, a water cistern and latrine will be 
built there. Ramón tells local ERD repre-
sentatives, “We’re happier. Now our health 
will improve…we already feel more se-
cure.”
