glass window is behind them. The win-
dow is called “The Apostles Window,” as 
it contains the shields or normal repre-
sentations of the twelve Apostles who 
took the Gospel around the world, in-
cluding Matthias, who was elected to re-
place Judas. 

Beginning with the first row, from left 
to right, they are: 

James the Lesser, saw and fuller’s bat 
Matthew, battle axe 
Peter, keys saltire (crossed) 
Jude, boat hook and square 
Thomas, carpenter’s square and spear, 
Andrew, the X-shaped cross 

Simon, saw and oar 
Paul, sword and bible 
James the Greater, three shells 
John, serpent and chalice 
Philip, Tau cross, 
Matthias, bible and battle axe. 
 

This window was installed during the 
rectorship of Dr. William Way in 1941 in 
memory of Benjamin I. Simmons. Dr. 
Way was the longest-serving rector of 
Grace Church, from 1902-1946, and he 
wrote a history of Grace Church in 1947 
which was added to and updated by Gin-
ger Donehue in By Grace, With Faith: A 
History of Grace Church Charleston in 1999.
