A t Grace, “Spy KIDS” stands for Kids Investigating 
Divine Stories. Grace has adopted a creative ap-

proach to learning stories from the Bible. This program is a 
rotation-based workshop that is gain-
ing popularity around the country in 
Episcopal and other churches. 

This summer we made Good Sam

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Father-and-son bell ringers  
make noise in Netherlands 
R oy and Noah Smith, a fa-

ther and son from Grace 
Church,  got a unique experience 
on a family trip to the Nether-
lands this summer, becoming the 
first Americans to ring a new set 
of change-ringing bells in the city 
of Dordrecht. 

When they left Charleston on 
June 18, no one in the Smith 
family had any idea that the 
Netherlands had change-ringing 
bells. Roy, his wife Becky, their 
daughter Susannah, and Noah 
were arriving in the Netherlands 
just as the final touches were be-
ing put on the new installation in 
Dordrecht, the first permanent 
change-ringing installation on the 
continent of Europe. It was completed June 20, and the first 
peal on the bells began that night. Dordrecht has around 70 car-
illon bells, five pealing bells, and now eight change ringing bells.  

 On June 28, while visiting Tante (Aunt) Leoni and 
Oom (Uncle) Ben in nearby Maartensdijk, Noah and 
Roy undertook to cut through any language barrier and explain 
change ringing. As many Grace parishioners know, explaining 
change ringing in English is difficult. The Netherlands has a rich 
tradition of carillon bells, but not of change ringing.  

Noah, a rising ninth-grader, enlisted the assistance of the 
internet to find a change-ringing video on Youtube.com. Within 
minutes, he had discovered video of the first peal on the 
Dordrecht bells – and within a day, he had an invitation to ring 
that new installation of bells.    

The Smith family went to Dordrecht the evening of July 3 so 
Roy and Noah could ring with Paul and HarmJan DeKok, an-
other son-and-father change ringing duo. Thus, they became the 
first Americans to ring on the first permanent change-ringing 
installation on the European continent. They were also the first 
Americans in a double father-and-son foursome to ring there.

Noah and Roy also assisted pealing an older 10-ton bell at 
Dordrecht that’s supported on an oak frame installed in 
1460. The experience combined old bells, new bells, an old 
tower and the internet – old and new, all together. 

Back in Charleston, Roy and Noah are members of St. Dun-
stan’s Guild of Change Ringers at Grace Church, and regularly 
ring the 10 bells of Grace’s tower, one of only 38 change-ringing 
towers in North America. To learn more about bell-ringing, visit 
the Tower Bells page at gracechurchcharleston.org. 

Expand knowledge,  
prepare for ministry  
through EFM class 
E ducation for Ministry is a four-

year program that presents the 
heritage of Christian faith in the study 
of the Bible, Church history and con-
temporary issues. It is a preparation for 
those called to Christian ministry.  

EFM groups usually meet for 2.5-3 
hours weekly during the academic year. 
Through study, prayer and reflection, 
our faith is examined, energized and 
put into action. A mentor provides the 
necessary leadership to keep groups on 
track, but it is the dynamics of the 
group that bring the experience to life.  

Currently there are two EFM groups 
available. One will meet here at Grace, 
led by the Reverend Paul Gilbert. The 
other meets at the Cathedral of St. 
Luke and St. Paul on Coming Street 
and is led by Ed Dyckman.  

There is a fee of $340 paid by each 
student. This covers administrative 
costs and the cost of the study materi-
als. Reading and study between ses-
sions is necessary, but there are no 
other academic responsibilities. Groups 
often have multiyear participants, 
which means that students may be in 
different years of the curriculum, but 
everyone is a member of the learning 
community.

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Because of the natural disasters 
around the world, Grace’s last 
“Episcopal Relief and Develop-
ment Sunday” in June focused on 
collecting money for the ERD 
emergency relief fund. 

Every fifth Sunday at Grace is 
ERD Sunday, so the next one comes this month: 
August 31. The focus will be on Millennium Devel-
opment Goal #4, one of the eight goals adopted by 
the United Nations and supported by the Episcopal 
Church to reduce extreme poverty around the world.  

Every three seconds a child under the age of 5 
dies. The majority of these deaths are easily prevent-
able with clean water, sanitation, improved nutrition 
and medical treatment. MDG #4 is to reduce child 
mortality rates by two-thirds among these young 
children.  

Your donations on ERD Sunday will help achieve 
this goal. For example, through a partnership with 
the Episcopal Diocese of Honduras, ERD is provid-
ing health education, treatment, disease prevention, 

and improved sanitation to save 
the lives of children in several ru-
ral communities. 
For example, Ramón, a farmer in 
western Honduras with a family of 
15, barely earns enough money to 
feed his large family, and clean wa-

ter is hours of hard labor away in a river. His village 
has no latrines. His children often become sick and he 
worries constantly about his family’s health. ERD has 
recently begun implementing a comprehensive sanita-
tion and health project in Ramón’s village in conjunc-
tion with the Diocese of Honduras. Soon, a water cis-
tern and latrine will be built there.  

Please help Grace Church have an impact on the 
rest of the world.

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T wice a year, Grace Church offers a 
unique opportunity to get to know 

other members of the parish by joining a 
Foyer Group. 

Foyer Groups are a great way to form 
better relationships with people you see 
in church on Sundays, as well as parish-
ioners who attend other services. Partici-
pants are divided into groups of six to 
eight people. The aim is to make the 
groups as diverse as possible, including 
single and married people of all ages, as 
well as those who attend different ser-
vices and live in locations around the area. 

Members of the group take turns hosting, and usu-
ally meet at least three or four times during a semes-
ter. The only purpose is to spend some relaxed, en-
joyable time getting to know each other.  

If you have not participated in Foyer Groups be-
fore, here are some questions you might have: 

What are my responsibilities when I am host? 
Foyer gatherings can be anything you want them to 

be. Each host provides the meal, so you 
only have to cook one time during the 
semester. One Foyer gathering may be 
served on fine china and the next person 
may choose a backyard barbecue. Meet-
ings can be hosted at a home, a restau-
rant, or even somewhere like a Stingrays 
hockey game. If you can only host six 
people including yourself, that is fine. We 
will put you in a group of six.  
When do Foyer Groups meet? Each 
Foyer Group sets its own schedule, so 
there is no standard meeting time and 

place.  
Who starts the group? When you receive your 

initial email or letter about Foyers, your group will 
be assigned a “leader” who gets things started by 
contacting all the other members and finding an ini-
tial meeting date that works for everyone. Often, 
group members bring their calendars to that first 
meeting and agree on the dates for the rest of the
