Financial report
Expenses staying within budget

Grace’s July financial report contained no surprises. In-
come from pledge payments (§94,387) and plate collec-
tions ($1,085), dipped in June from the preceding month, as of-
ten happens during this stretch of summer when people are
away. The church remains ahead of budget, however, thanks to
many parishioners pre-paying their pledges. It remains important
for our other members to keep current in their pledge payments,
if they can do so.

The church’s staff continues to have success holding our ex-
penses in check (partly thanks to our old air conditioning units
not breaking downl). Our expenses were $25,729 under budget
for the month of June, and we remain on track to balance our
$1.8 million annual budget.

The Finance Committee also reviewed the recently completed
financial audit by McCay, Kiddy & Associates, which gave Grace
a good, unqualified opinion about the condition of the church’s
bookkeeping. Thanks to Finance Committee chair Lynn Hopkins
and all our other volunteers and staff who helped make this pos-
sible.

Praying in quick moments can enrich prayer life

learned most of what I do as a “grownup” Chris-

tian in my daily life from my Mother. My Mom
was a devout and dedicated Christian. She really lived
her faith. I am a poor disciple, but every day I try to
follow her guidance.

One of the most helpful areas in which my Mom led
me is my prayer life. Episcoplians don’t talk about this
much. I suspect, though, that most of us (and often
myself) only pray when we are in church or when there
is a major personal crisis at hand. Beyond that, we are
so busy and preoccupied, prayer is one of the first
things to fall by the wayside in our daily lives.

I manage to be more aware, and I find that there are
three opportunities I can take advantage of every day
to pray — to thank God, to offer intercessions_for oth-
ers and to praise our Lord:

Stoplight (or Arrow) prayers. I keep a relatively
short list in my head of friends, relatives, business as-
sociates and clients and parishioners who have particu-
lar or critical problems. I try to remember every time I
am at a stoplight (or am in my car and have to stop
driving for a short time for any other reason — in line
at the dry cleaners, picking up kids or waiting take out,
etc.) I offer these folks up to God and ask for his
blessing. This is nothing formal: “Dear God, please
watch out for who is in the ICU. And also give
strength to __ who is being tested for cancer today.”

Light turns green and off I go.

Siten prayers. No matter where I am or what I am
doing, if I hear a siren, I take a few seconds and
pray:"Dear God, please watch over whoever is the rea-
son for this siren and their family and caretakers and
for all others in distress today.” This didn’t even dis-
rupt my day or life at all to do this. I know God is lis-
tening. I don’t even have to fold my hands, bow my
head or close my eyes. Prayers said.

Golden Rule prayers. I try to do my “Christian
duty” at least once a day in my car by letting someone
out of a side street or driveway ahead of me. When-
ever I do this, I pray “Dear God, thank you and praise
you for others who help me in my life and today, espe-
cially for 7

I would guess I spend a full minute a day on these
prayers at most. But what I gain from it is immeasur-
able. If we all did this, our prayer life would be richer
and we would receive back much more in return.

God — thanks for the gift of your son, Jesus; for the
Episcopal Church and for Church; for the newsletter
and for those who write, edit and publish it; for our
clergy and parishioners; and for all the opportunities
every day you provide to humble and bless me. Amen.
Amen. Amen.

ummertime is a time that we refresh our souls.

Growing up in the mountains, I never really un-
derstood why so many people leave the Lowcountry
during the summer to visit the mountains. I wanted to
go to the beach. I had never been here during the
summer. I now understand. Farly this past month, I
visited Kanuga for a conference cleverly named AW-
WWY, Adults Who Work With Youth, maybe not so
cleverly. This was an amazing time to know that we
are part of the broader Episcopal Church, share suc-
cesses and frustrations, and a time to be in the midst
of the mountains. I have spoken earlier about the sig-
nificance of mountains as both a physical and meta-
phorical presence in my life and ministry. Once again
they did not disappoint. Two notions continually
crossed my mind as I was there and I would like to
share those with you.

First, and I am not boasting: Grace does an amaz-
ing job with its youth. From EYC, to St. Nicholas
Choir, to the acolytes, to Tea Room, to Flower Guild,
we are explicit in our belief that the youth are not
some separate demographic. Instead, we see our
youth as an imperative part in all of our ministries, to
be included as full members in the Body of Christ. I
am honored to be a small part of this mission of our
Church.

And secondly, we could do a better job. Yes, our
youth are pulled in a multitude of ways in our culture,
and they and we may have other things to do. But
during this conference, I heard adults speak about
their personal experiences as a youth as the means
that they understood God’s grace. By no means do I
intend to detract from what we do. Instead, I am revi-
talized, armed with new information, technologies,
formats, and strategic planning that will allow me to
step up and direct what I see as our vision of what
our youth ministries should be.

I hope I have not upset anyone; that was not my
intent. Instead, I see the simple pragmatic fact that
our ministry is never finished. We can have more ac-
tivities, more youth, more volunteers, and more of
God’s grace in people’s lives. You will be hearing
more from me as we continue God’s work in our par-
ish. I hope and pray that you will continue to support
our youth in all of the ministries in which they are in-
volved. So, let’s get working.
