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New beginnings: Sunday choices for children

I t’s back to school, new classes, sports schedules,
music lessons, dance, Scouts and lots of driving
for the parents.. It is also a new beginning for chil-
dren at Grace!

We had a successful summer with a trial run of Spy
KIDS. It was well attended and fun for all. We built
the Tower of Babel, sculpted creation, and shared
like the Good Samaritan. Please join us this fall. We
are accepting new “detectives” every Sunday.

“KIDS” stands for “Kids Investigating Divine Sto-
ries.” Grace has adopted a creative approach to
learning stories from the Bible. This program is a ro-
tation-based workshop model that is gaining popular-
ity around the country in Episcopal and other
churches. For example, children have made Good
Sam Gruel in the cooking workshop while investigat-
ing the Good Samaritan story, and printed banners
using paint and real fish as they learned about Feed-
ing the 5,000. The workshops are intergenerational,
and fifth-graders serve as mentors to the younger
children.

Spy KIDS for 3- and 4-year-olds hap-
pens in Room D at 10:10 a.m. The pre-
schoolers will participate in the same pro-
gram as the older children with activities
suitable for their age.

Age 5 through 5th grade are in the up-
stairs classrooms. Each Sunday, children
will get to choose from one of these cen-
ters:

Creation Station — arts and crafts

HolyWood — drama and puppetry

Mission Possible — woodshop and
games

Lighthouse Café — cooking

B-Sharp — Music

Also new in Children’s Ministries:

Our Children’s Chapel has a new format and loca-
tion. Designed for 3- and 4-year-olds, Chapel is being
offered in Room B next to the nursery. This will
make for an easier transition into the 9:00 a.m. set-
vice.

Fifth graders will serve as mentors and will have a
more active participation in the 9:00 service.

ere in Paul’s first letter to the

Church in Corinth, we see not
only one of the most quoted pieces of
scripture, but also one of the powerful
and simple explanations of how we as
Christians are to live. We typically hear
these words at a wedding, but I believe
that they should be more than the cliché.
It is Love that ultimately has set us free.
As John wrote, “For God so loved the
world...”

Each month the youth of Grace will
have a theme for the month. To begin
this tradition, I felt that we should start
with the greatest, Love. It is important to
realize that the notion of romantic love
was not a cultural attribute until well into
the Middle Ages, and the Love that Christ
and St. Paul speak of is more than what
Hallmark would have us think of Love. In
Paul’s words, without LLove we are but
noise, or a dysfunctional instrument. It is
Love that is the very foundation of our
Faith and it is through Love that we can
accomplish that which God has ordained.

The youth will be investigating the role
of Love in our daily lives by looking at
scriptural descriptions, cultural references,
and our own experiences. Each month
our theme will connect to the liturgical
calendar, as well as the social calendar. I
hope that through open and honest dia-
logue, our youth will grow in the Love of
God and of his Son, our Savior Jesus
Christ.

O yeah, by the way, we will have mas-
sive amounts of fun and laughter as we
play games, act goofy, make funny faces,
and come to realize God’s Love.

Those are the goals of Grace Church’s partnership
with Memminger Elementary School, our neighbor

just across Wentworth Street.

We are asking parishioners to contribute breakfast
bars and school supplies — black-and-white note-
books, notebook paper, No. 2 pencils, blunt point
scissors, and glue sticks. Please put your contribu-
tions in the blue Memminger barrel located in the

atrium of the church.

In the 2007-08 school year, more than 50 Grace

parishioners volunteered at Memminger helping with
activities directly connected to the children’s aca-
demic achievement. Now we are recruiting volun-
teers for the 2008-09 school year.

There is a complete description of the Memminger

volunteer opportunities at gracechurchcharleston.org.
Some volunteers visit the school about once a month
to help with holiday parties and other special events.
Others work more closely with the teachers and stu-
dents by tutoring and helping with classroom chores.

Most importantly, the teacher and the volunteer es-

tablish a schedule that is convenient for both.

Gift of a piano builds a school’s music program

A gift of music from Grace
to Memminger Elementary
helps us begin the fourth year of
our partnership with the school at
20 Beaufain Street.

This summer, two Grace pa-
rishioners donated a piano from
their home to Memminger‘s mu-
sic program. The church’s Out-
reach budget paid for the piano’s
transportation and tuning. The
Grace-Memminger volunteer
team coordinated the move.

The Grace volunteer team is
devoted to supporting Mem-
minger’s staff and students. Our
goal is to enrich the children’s
learning experience by helping in
the classroom, by facilitating field
trips, and by assisting with other
activities directly connected to
academic achievement. Above all,
we want to be a loving presence
within Memminger and encour-
age the students to succeed as
they learn and grow.

Memminger serves more than
400 students, from kindergarten
to 6th grade. Nearly all of the
children are considered “at risk.”
Few, if any, have access to music
lessons outside school.

Jennifer Koenemann, a Grace
parishioner, is beginning her sec-
ond year as Memminger’s music
teacher. Her challenge is to build
a program that brings music into

the children’s lives in new ways
and enables those with a special
gift for music to audition for
more advanced programs in the
school system.

“Right now, our public schools
are in survival mode and the
budget for arts and music have
been cut,” Jennifer says. “The
Memminger children are not in-
vited to audition for advanced
music programs because they
don’t have enough background.
Music is particularly important at
Memminger because we know
children involved in music or
sports are far more likely to stay
in school and graduate.”

“I am working with a beg-and-
borrow mentality. I've found
some things that other schools
don’t want; things that are broken

but can be repaired. I want my
students to have the same oppor-
tunity that children in our other
public schools have,” Jennifer
says. “We’re getting started, but
we have a big job to do.”

The Memminger Volunteer
Team is recruiting new volunteers
who can help in many different
ways at the school. In three years,
the team and the scope of its
work have grown dramatically.
Because of this growth, we have
created four areas of specific re-
sponsibility for 2008-09. Helen
Britton continues as our overall
team leader and she will oversee
the field trip fund and teacher
communications. Ellen Muenzen
manages volunteer recruiting and
matching teachers with volun-
teers. Melinda Hamilton will han-
dle the food and sundries contti-
butions. Margaret Allen heads the
On-Call Committee that responds
to special requests for clothing.

If you have to consider a skilled care facility for yourself or a
family member, how can you be sure it’s up to par in terms of
care and cleanliness? You can compare facilities in this area (or
anywhere for that matter) by utilizing the Internet. Go to
www.medicare.gov and click on “compare nursing homes in
your area.” You will be directed to a page that sets search pa-
rameters concerning facilities and their performance in many dif-
ferent areas. That information will help you make an informed
decision about selecting care.

There’s a helpful booklet circulating called The 40-70 Rule. 1t’s
a guide to conversation starters for Baby Boomers and their sen-
ior loved ones about planning and life care issues. Flip the book-
let over and the title reads, The 70-40 Rule. That half of the book-
let has suggestions about how elders can begin conversations
with their children, so it’s very well balanced. If you’re interested
