14 Words of Grace

Do you know your church" The bells of Grace

e are very fortunate to

have a wonderful collec-
tion of bells at Grace Church.
They have interesting stories.

The steeple bell was our first,
being installed in 1985 in memory
of Ama and T. Wilbur Thornhill.
The Reverend Ben Smith, who was
rector at the time, had a celebra-
tion service when the bell was in-
stalled. Because most English
church bells had a name, he me-
morialized it as the “Thornhill
Bell” and a plaque is on the back
wall at the left of the great doors.

This bell is the largest of our col-
lection. It is an F3, weighing 1,938
pounds. It was made by the Pac-

chael’s Church. Through this re-
search, a set of eight bells was
found at the Church of Mary Mag-
dalene in Enfield, England. The

. weight of the bells was destroying
the church and they had to be re-
moved. These bells were cast by
John Warner and Son, Spitalfield,
London. Dan arranged to buy
them and have them transported
to Whitechapel for service and re-
tuning, and, in addition, bought
two from Whitechapel for a 10-
bell ring — the largest in Chatleston
for change ringing. The eight bells
were cast in 1883 and the two new
ones in 1998. These bells, installed
in 1999, range from a 541-pound
treble G, inscribed “Sing to the

card Bell Foundry at Annecy,

France, the same foundry that
made the St. Philip’s Church bells,
the carillon at Clemson, the Town
Hall bell in Summerville, the new
bells for the Cathedral of St. John the Baptist on
Broad Street, and many others across the country.

Our bell is too heavy to swing, so it is rung by an
electronic striker — a good thing with all the steeple
problems that have surfaced since 1984.

The bells of the Columbarium have their own
story. Our resident architect, Dan Beaman, devel-
oped an early interest in English churches and bells.
When he designed the Columbarium, he naturally
included bells. He then researched with Whitechapel
Foundry of London the possibility of acquiring an 8-
bell set similar to the Whitechapel bells of St. Mi-

Lord a new song,” to an 1,875
pound tenor E-flat inscribed “As it
was in the beginning, is now, and
ever shall be; world without end.
Amen.” See a complete listing of the bells, their
notes, weight, and inscriptions on our church web-
site, gracechurchcharleston.org — click on music,
then tower bells. A bronze plaque is in the Colum-
barium naming the contributors to the tower bells
project.

Of course, when speaking of our collection of
bells, we must include the wonderful handbells that
bring such great music to some of our services. Per-
haps this can be a subject for a later report. Let all of
our bells ring out with joy!

Chaplaincy trains volunteers in following up

he Coastal Crisis Chaplaincy and Chaplain

Rob Dewey maintain a Survivor Follow Up
Group as a way for lay persons to become more ac-
tively involved in the chaplaincy’s ministry. Members
of the Survivor Follow Up Group receive cases that
the Chaplains have responded to, and attempt to
contact family members and loved ones of those
who have died in as a result of murder, suicide, auto-
mobile accidents or other unexpected causes. Mem-
bers write letters, make telephone calls, and visit in
person with the survivors of such tragedies, ensuring
that they are receiving the support and help they
need.

The efforts of this group are extremely important.
Just knowing that someone is still there to help them
provides these families with a sense of comfort that
they need when their lives have been turned upside
down. The group meets monthly with the Chaplains
to talk about current cases and take on new ones.
