Y ou never know. About a year ago, when I 
started helping out at the Seafarer’s Mission, I 

never imagined what lay ahead. I knew that I’d be 
helping seamen as they came and went on the cargo 
ships that we all see in the distance while crossing 
one of Charleston’s bridges. I knew that I’d be driv-
ing a shuttle bus to shopping centers and manning 
the facility on the dock. I did not know what really 
lay ahead. 

I knew that I would be having conversations with 
seamen about their next port of call and their home 
town. What I did not know was that we would also 
talk about the importance of Christ in their lives and 
their need for support in expressing their faith and 
how they missed going to church. 

I knew that I would be passing out donated books 
and magazines to appreciative seamen. What I did 
not know was that they also wanted tracts, Bibles 
and literature that helped them understand or build 
their Christian beliefs. Many have regular onboard 
Bible study and discussions. 

I new that I would be helping seamen get online 
or use the phones that we provide. What I did not 
know was that I would witness changes as they 
talked to and saw family far away. they come in look-
ing concerned and stressed, and leave confident and 
relieved that all is well at home. 

I knew that occasionally I might field a specific 

request for help with a priority need. What I did not 
know was that I would be able to help a crew mem-
ber from Myanmar right after his country was devas-
tated by a typhoon. The crew had very little informa-
tion, and no one had talked with family at home. We 
loaned them our cell phone, but making contact was 
still hard. The crew was not allowed to leave the 
ship, because the vessel owners feared they would 
not return – so they were totally dependent on our 
ministry to provide whatever they needed. When Fr. 
Williams (the Reverend Len Williams, director and 
chaplain of the Charleston Port and Seafarers Soci-
ety) went aboard to pick up the cell phone, he was 
given a very special request. A crew member had 
family in desperate need. They faced dire conse-
quences unless they were able to get some money 
quickly. The seaman handed Fr. Williams a large 
amount of cash and his bank account number in Sin-
gapore. His family members were made refugees by 
the typhoon, and were counting on him to come to 
the rescue. The fund transfer was simple to accom-
plish, but the need was enormous. Now I know why 
I started helping out at the Seafarer’s Mission. 

The support of the Seafarer’s Mission by Grace 
Church is important in ways that we cannot imagine. 
You just never know.
